Furthermore,, fear of being infected with COVID-19 was associated with and reduced  intensity of volunteering was related to the fear of being infected with the corona virus. Among men, the motive to escape reality through volunteering was positively associated with the intensity of volunteering, while  was positively related to the motive of escaping reality through volunteering, whereas among women the relation association between these variables was negative among women. Undergraduate Students’ Academicy Dishonesty During Studing for B.A

Students Aacademic dishonesty refers to different behaviors such as cheating, plagiarism, and other illegal unethical academic actionsbehavior. Understandingting it the phenomenon of academic dishonesty is essential for both academic institutionsy education and organizations. This present study examined students’ attitudes toward cheating behaviors, focusing on plagiarism. An anonymous questionnaire was distributed to 260 undergraduate students. The findings of the study showed that: (1) more incidentsa higher level of plagiarism werewas found among students who from advanced yearswere further along in their studies; (2) copying plagiarizing from an article, or website, was consideredseen as less severe than plagiarizing copying from other students; and (3) a positive correlation was found between perceivingption the behavior as wrong, and assessing itsstudents’ assessment of its severity, and a negative correlation was found between perceivingption the behavior as wrong, and engaging in actual dishonesty academic behavior. These findings suggest that perceivingunderstanding the  academic dishonesty as wrong reduces engagement in itits performance. The study found that plagiarism is was growing more prevalent among more senior studentsthrough the,  years and that the academic experience has no effect on students’ perceptions of dishonesty. Therefore, it is recommended that academic institutions take responsibility for the ethical education of students and work to implement prevention dishonesty programs that aim to prevent academic dishonesty.
