Comment 1 – General
A.	The Company was established and began operations on 24 January 2013.
B.	The Company deals in the provision of consultation and rental of real estate property.
C.	Definitions
In these Financial Statements:
“Company” – Diamining Ltd.
“Interested Party” – as defined in the Securities Regulations (Writing of Annual Financial Statements), 5753-1993.

Comment 2 – Principal Accounting Policies
A.	Basis of the reporting in the Financial Statements
The Financial Statements of the Company are expressed in NIS in the Statements as required in accordance with the determination of the disclosure requirements of the Institute of Certified Public Accountants in Israel and the accounting standards of the Israel Accounting Standards Board.

B.	Cash and cash equivalents
Cash equivalents are considered by the Company as investments with a high rate of liquidity, including short-term deposits in banking corporations, the original period of which is more than three months from the date of the investment and which are not limited by an encumbrance.


C.	Short-term deposits
Short-term deposits in banking corporations the original period of which is more than three months from the date of the investment.

D.	Fixed assets
1.	The fixed assets have been presented according to cost less accumulated depreciation. Financing costs referring to financing of the acquisition or establishment of fixed assets until such time the operations are included in the cost of the assets. Improvements and refinements are reflected in cost.

E.	Decrease in value of assets
The Company implements Accounting Standard 15 “Decrease in Value of Assets.” The standard applies to all the assets in the balance sheet other than inventory, assets deriving from construction contracts, assets derived from employee benefits, deferred tax assets and financial assets (other than investments in shares of an included company). Pursuant to this standard, when there is any sign whatsoever indicating a decrease in the value of an asset, the company examines whether there has been a decrease in the value of the asset by comparing the book value of the asset to its recoverable amount. The recoverable amount is the higher of the following: the net sale price of the asset and its use value, fixed according to the present value of an assessment of the future cash flow expected to derive from the use of the asset and its realization at the end of its life. If the value of the asset in the books exceeds its recoverable amount, the Company recognizes a loss from a decrease in value at the amount of the difference between the book value of the asset and its recoverable value. A loss from decreased value that has been recognized is cancelled only if there have been changes in the estimates used in the determination of the recoverable value of the asset on the date of recognition of the loss from a decrease in value. Comment 2 – Principal Accounting Policies (cont.)
A recoverable amount is determined in principle according to the value of the use of each asset, and the recoverable amount of the other assets is calculated in part according to the value of use and in part according to the sale price. In the examination of the value of use of an asset, the best estimates available to the Company are taken into account with regard to the conditions that will be present during the remaining period of use of the asset, as well as the current condition of the asset.

F.	Recognizing revenues
The Company implements Accounting Standard 25 regarding revenues (hereinafter – Standard). The Standard refers to the recognition of revenues from the following three types of transactions: sale of goods, provision of services and revenues from interest, benefits and dividends, and determines the required treatment of them.
1. Revenues from sales of goods are recognized when all the significant risks and returns derived from ownership of the goods have been transferred to the purchaser, the seller does not retain continued administrative involvement characterizing ownership and does not retain effective control of the sold goods, the amount of the revenues is reliably measurable, and it is anticipated that the economic benefits connected to the transaction will flow to the Company and the costs incurred or that may be incurred in the future for the transaction are reliably measurable.
2. When the result of a transaction involving the provision of services can be estimated reliably, the revenues associated with the transaction are recognized according to the percentage of completion method. According to this method, the revenues are recognized during the reporting periods in which the services were provided. If the result of the contract cannot be reliably measured, the revenues are recognized only to the extent that the expenses that were incurred can be returned. 
3. In cases where it is possible to identify components in a single transaction separately, the measurement of the revenues is conducted with regard to each component separately. The revenues to be recognized in the financial statements will include the amounts that the Company has received and/or is entitled to receive for itself. Therefore, amounts collected for a third party are not considered revenues.

4. Revenues from benefits are recognized on a cumulative basis according to the nature of the relevant agreement.
5. Dividends received from investments are recognized when the holder of the capital instrument is entitled to receive payment.
6. The revenues from rental will be reported according to the straight-line method over the rental period.
7. Revenues from fees are credited to the Profit and Loss Statement at the time of their accrual.

G.	Advertising expenses
	Advertising expenses are credited to the Profit and Loss Statement upon their accrual.
