The bookNatan Alterman’s book, For Children, consisting of Natan Alterman’s poetry for children, was published posthumously two years after hishis death by the public committee established to publish all his written works. The committee apparently wanted to create a one-volume anthology of all of Alterman’s poetry for children, most of which  had previously appeared in poetry collections and periodicals. For Children was divided into two sections, the first including Alterman’s original poetry, and the second containing his translations of children’s poems from Yiddish and Russian. The committee decided not to include in the For Children volume poems that were originally published in The Music Box Book, a carefully  selected and organized collection of children’s poems Alterman had published in his lifetime. 

Four editions of For Children were published, with e. The dramatic xtensive corrections and changes introduced between the first and second editions. These revisions, most likely made in have not yet  been the subject of scholarly attention. It is likely that these revisions were made in  response to a review written shortly after the publication of the first edition by Uriel Ofek, a  children’s literature scholar of children’s literature, have.  not yet been the subject of scholarly attention.

Because mMost people are unaware of the numerous errorsfaults in the first edition, which remains in wide use until today, this study of the different editions is of particular importance.. Consequently, the findings emerging from this article’s comparison of the editions makes an important contribution to public understanding. 

In additionFurthermore,, comparing the different editions provides insights into how one of the canonical texts of Israeli children’s literature took shape. It examines how the  criteria for its composition were developed  through a form of dialogue between the members of the committee for publishing Alterman’s work and the scholar Uriel Ofek.
