Erev Hadash – New Evening 

What’s a creative insight, how to get ahead in a dynamic and changing work market, how do you prepare your kids for tomorrow’s world, how will schools look in the future? Welcome Dr Eyal Doron, author of the book “Life in a Theme Park”.
Hello there
Ok, I’ll open with a statistic - the World Bank has announced that of a billion youngster entering the workforce in the future, only 40% will find employment, meaning we have to prepare our youths, the next generation of the western world, for a market that’s totally different from today’s.
Right, look what’s happening, pay attention, it always is seen on the edges, and I myself, as you saw toward the end, so the World Bank said that people between the ages of 15 and 35 are going to be absolutely unemployed
Today in Spain, these statistics are global (0:50-);53)
Yes, people are trying to say that it’s because of capitalism or socialism. No. Six out of ten, aged 15 to 35, who are going to be unemployed. In failed countries, they are underqualified, without skills; and in developed countries, like ours, they are overqualified. Why? Because they learned degrees which are irrelevant.  Now, just in the last four weeks, a $50 million prize from the governor of New York and the widow of Steve Jobs for whoever creates American schools from scratch, then a week after that, Earnst and Young, the most square economists in the world, announce that you don’t need a bachelors degree anymore. Don’t tell us what you learned in university, just come. The Uncollege movement – we’ll pay you $100,000 if you’re a young entrepreneur – just sign to commit that you won’t go to college and don’t take a step inside a university. Something really big is happening
One second, I want to understand. I get why universities produce uniform people who end up (1:43-1:45 unintelligible) professors. But what don’t they want?
Wait, they say something else. They’re saying: If we continue in the same way, people will be unemployed. The robots are coming, the machines are coming. Allow me to give you a small example, because its headlines and otherwise you’ll say, “OK Eyal, I get it”, and then you continue as before. OK? In 2025, there’s no debate, Amnon Shashua of Google, he pressed the buzzer first, robots will replace drivers. OK? I’ll go with you, you’re a skeptical person - but we enjoy it, a quarter of people will adopt this, let’s say one out of four, what will happen?
I know that in Japan…
Fine, so you’re going with me. One out of four, let’s just be conservative.
Let’s just say that in 2025’s public transportation, there’s no drivers (2:26-2:28 unintelligible)
Why stop there? Why restrict them to driving? Robots have less accidents. What about coal miners, what about vehicle mechanics, what about traffic police? What happens to the engine-based driving industry? By the way, this will create new fields. Car design
(Again, unintelligible. 2:41-2:43)
Very good, very good. Right, a protest against robots, only that the robots will disperse the demonstrations.
Will the robots wear clothes?
You know, they’re already saying that in five years’ time, the over-sensitive robots who get insulted, they’ll be thrown out and replaced
Yeah, don’t give me a sensitive robot
Now, I want to explain what this means. This means that if once, only dreamers had to be creative - you dreamed big, you wanted to succeed, you needed to be creative, entrepreneurial, and I’d say “I’m not some dreamer, leave me alone!” It’s not going to be like that anymore. And people don’t get it.
How long with this go on? What will people do?
So now what happens, because now we’re in a state of emergency the whole time and occupied by more important things, you don’t pay attention. The World Bank is an organisation in Washington, very rigid, they didn’t want to publish this notice. A year ago they spoke of 35% unemployment, now they’re talking about six out of ten. What does this mean? It means that you go around in Europe and America, and schools have finished their jobs. Finished their jobs. Now you have schools which are trying to recreate themselves altogether. What does that mean? It means that you can no longer talk about ‘a bit of creativity’ and ‘a bit of technology’ and ‘a bit of a journey’. Come tell me what you in five, six, seven years, who will work and make money? Who’s hungry for bread? Why do I need new employees? The bank will be here in five years? Banks will be here in five years?
The bank will work for the robots? What will humans do?
There will be… people will need to recreate themselves, to react quickly to reality, they’ll need to become sophisticated.
This is a basic principle in the Talmud, you know. Maybe this is the direction in which we have to take our education.
Every conversation with you!
But really, it’s creative.
Certainly, I didn’t say otherwise
There’s no Einstein without the Tamud! But seriously now, that’s all very well, we’re talking about a modern world and robots and cars, but at the end we have a stream of 10 million refugees arriving from the Middle East, who are coming with views…
So we need to resolve this. Here too we need to think outside the box
No, I’m just saying that it could be that all these things we’re talking about, and we’re in the middle of unintelligible 4:48 the progress of humanity, but we could be on the way to unintelligible 4:53
First of all, let’s not get into historical processes, our situation is a bit more sane than the craziness of history, but that’s not the debate.
No, but everything influences everything else.
One moment, everything affects everything. As the situation gets more problematic, you need to break out of the box and think. What happened with the refugees, it’s exactly the same story as I told you about robots replacing drivers, but you didn’t see where this will lead to.
Right, and just look at the foreign minister of Sweden who says “we’re collapsing, falling apart”
Yes, but not let’s not be pitiful on the Swedes, as far as I know you.
