[bookmark: _GoBack]We've all heard about a doctor for animals - but a "plant doctor"? Using generations of accumulated knowledge and expertise with cutting-edge technology, AgroScout's mission is to make an impact on global food security and scarcity by helping farmers around the world improve their crop fields. Today we are already at the limit of our food production capacity. According to a UN report, farmers lose about 40% of global crops due to bugs and diseases. On average, Israeli farmers grow twice as many tons per dunam as the majority of farmers around the globe. This is mainly due to work made by inspectors who walk the fields and determine if there's a need to spray or not based on their findings. The majority of farmers worldwide do not have access to such "plant doctors." AgroScout, which was awarded a grant from the Israel Innovation Authority's Incubator program – via participation at the Trendlines Incubator, uses technology to bring the vast knowledge of those inspectors to the global population of farmers. Using drone technology to take high-resolution images of the crop and AI to create insights and generate reports, Agroscout helps farmers make informed decisions at a cost-effective price and make the best based on the best available data and know-how.
