In an attempt to combine knowledge and morality the article suggests a model of moral knowledge (MK) based on an interpretation of Plato's Meno.



[bookmark: _GoBack]Is there any connection between knowledge and morality? Understanding the importance of connecting the two, Culham (2015) identifies analogy between the Daoists and Plato's ideas of knowledge. He shows how both distinguish between two types of knowledge. The first type is a knowledge of the changing world and changing experiences and the second one is a stable knowledge, unchangeable knowledge of the Dao or the Forms. This second type of knowledge, in Culham terms, is, intuitive knowledge. And he "suggests that both the Daoist and Plato are claiming that the good or virtue is the means by which intuitive knowledge is obtained" (Culham, 2015, p. 308).  In my paper I want to join the project of finding a connection between knowledge and morality, nevertheless my way to tackle the problem will be different from that of Culham. I do not wish to undermine his perspective or to criticize it, rather it should be seen as a further contribution, from other perspective, to this important never ending project. 

For our purposes the adaptations of the model so to include Gettier's counter examples of the classic model are part of the KJTB model as well. In general it is a model that stem from a propositional approach to knowledge.
