Summary of my activities and future plans
My education as social worker, family therapist, and supervisor, together with over 25 years of field work experience in public welfare services, enable me to integrate practice-based knowledge, academic teaching, research, and scholarly writing.  

My interest in the applied aspects of social work is manifested in the choice of my Ph.D. topic, which focused on forensic investigations involving children who experienced sexual abuse. I was introduced to this field in 1995, at the National Institute of Child Health and Human Development (NICHD), in the US, where I worked as a research assistant. Subsequently, I was involved in a training and study program for Israeli child investigators, using the NICHD interview protocol, at the University of Haifa. 
Since then, the field of child maltreatment continues to drive my academic interest. I expanded my research exertions to the context of the family violence and the experience of ultraorthodox youth in risk.   

Additionally, Covid-19 outbreak allow me to further concentrate on family dynamics, which is my main professional interest. Together with my colleagues Prof. Yoav Lavee and Dr. Eila Perkis we conducted, during the first quarantine period, a digital survey of 862 families across the country. It was followed by in-depth interviews with a sub-sample of adult representatives of surveyed families. The aim of the research was to find out how families manage such a stressful environment and to understand the mechanism through which families cope with the imposed lockdown.
Part of my scholarly attention is devoted for the exploring and better understanding interdisciplinary team work and supervisory relationships, and the contribution of these to the wellbeing of social workers in social services.
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
