Caring for others has since long been a core human value across societies.  Yet, those who were called (or forced into) care, nurse and serve, (as women, domestic staff and charity workers) are not actors in the conceptual and philosophical values they are expected to embody.

PHILOMAIDS  catapultes the intellectual legacy of religious servants, enslaved and  servers and their communities of care over the broad natural, social and human sciences realm by
Zooming into the exemplary case of early modern transoceanic Lusophone world, putting forward a a novel cartography of care;
Excavating in the administrative, notarial, judiciary, and broader legal archives the theoretical for their indirect philosophical renderings of care;
Adapting ethnophilosophical strategies, which so far has only been applied oral cultures, to the study of Christian values
Inscribing the mystical experience as a collective and material vector to the gender history
Applying methods from engaged theory and design thinking to the scientific outputs;
Establish a pioneering template for ethics in humanities

Background: Healing Fractures

“A healed fractured femur” replied the anthropologist Margaret Mead when inquired about the origin of civilization (Brand & Yancey 1980). Humanity and culture would reside in the simple act of caring for and relating to others. Nonetheless, when a specific social group is assigned to care based on their

 seemingly natural or ancestral calling to nurture and care for others -  as it happened to women, specific castes and colonised people -  these same techniques of care and gestures of compassion that ground the cern of civilisation to some result in global injustice and historical epistemicides to many (Grosfoguel 2013).
	PHILOMAIDS proposes a pioneering horizontal segmentation of ideas, codes and  chords of care across cultures. Using the early modern Lusophone case and the mystical experience  as primordial vectors in the historization of an ethics of care and juxtaposing traditional methods of historical research to other ethnographic-based methods, PHILOMAIDS discernes and evaluates the philosophical endeavor  of underrepresented groups in intellectual history and history of philosophy. PHILOMAIDS shows how Maids can become Philosophers of Care.

2. STATE-OF-ART

Care as a Value and Practice: Philosophy, Literature and History
Global histories of Philosophy and their university curricula and confirm the astounding silences of certain specific voices. (see Graneß and Elberfeld 2021, and Projects: Kosseleck-Project at Hildesheim) . An urgent philosophical need to bring back the majority of humanity to philosophical questioning ( Waithe, Mercer, Shapiro, Peixoto, Adamson, Projects: Rede Brasileira). Nonetheless that inclusion has been based in the way authors can leave a written piece, demonstrate erudition, use their networking: features usually not shared by those who are care, nurture, and serve others. Could this large sector of the  population be devoid of philosophical and moral reasoning? Could an handmaid be a philosopher?
	When  reassessing of Kohlberg’s moral development model based on psychometric evaluations, Gillians brought forward the hypothesis that children developed a gendered morality throughout their development. (Gillian 198X). This  work shaped  a distinct approach to feminist ethics what become known as “care ethics”, embracing theoretical socio-political debates within feminist philosophy(Held, Noddigs, Tronto, Engster, ). Simultaneously, cultural and professional ethicists centered on empirical accounts of care to address concrete relationally and accountability (Conradi, Baart, Vonsmann 2021). When considering historical cases, as those of Christian mystical women who saw in care or charity works, the embodiment of Martha-Mary, or Action and Contemplation, the ethical dimensions are seen as within the cadre of virtues ethics ore religious ethics (Green) . This theoretical effort had  been relegated to other disciplines, namely literary and cultural studies, social history and anthropology of religion, under the umbrella of medical humanities.
	Recent scholarship has seen gendered health in early modern world shows how the urgency and the way history of medicine can profit from other historical sources as religious archives. ( Medical Humanities). Yet, despite playing pivotal role in early modern expansion, Portuguese voices persist being subtracted from those debates (Boyle & Owens, 2021). This silence is not due to the lack of sources Lusophone world. Since the 90s a prolific scholarship on the inventory, s lead three generation of scholars to astonishing archive of female conventual literary: some leading on devotional practices in Western context (Freitas de Carvalho initiated the centre and Morujão in 1995, Villas Boas Tavares, Bellini, Moreno, Almeida & Santos, others), others on literary issues as genre and gender (Ferin Cunha, Galhardo). National and international teams are now studying history of women writings in Europe (Anastacio) 
	Research on witchcraft (Bettenchourt, Paiva) and gendered anthropological  insights on popular devotion, healing practices, indigenous and Afro-American religiosities ( L. Mello e Souza, L. Mott, R. Vainfas, Marcussi),. A similar trend merged for West African cases (Kananoja, 2021, Walkes, Green) . Monographic studies on colonial case studies have shown also ways how nuns developed their social and intellectual entrepreneurship alogonside devotion practices ( Leila ,Rosely, Penalva, Faria 2022 Comp Brzil: wider context Flores, Subrahmanyam, Xavier ).Recently came forward systematic efforts of considering the  Lusophone world  as a whole (Bethencourt 2021, Sarmento 2015, Margareth,).
	My own work on Baroque mystical experience of religious women across Portugal and colonies  has been  arguing for the philosophical potential of these sources: their  contribution to a debate on human action, choice and freedom through anxiousness (2023, 2015), on the playfulness (2018), and the willfulness (2020).Moreover, by crossing data from literary and inquisitional records and other contemporary sources, I was able to discern direct contact between  several women mystics and their scholarly (male and female) networks, initiating a debate on the limits of knowledge and free will (Serrado 2020, 2017).

4. OBJECTIVES

PHILOMAIDS proposes to reveal the modes, codes and chords of care religious women across the Lusophone world. This pioneering effort demands three ruptures: 

MODES. PHILOMAIDS brings the specific modes of time and space to the Care through nine exemplary case studies. Material and textual records (legal, literary, administrative) will corroborate the practices and voices of care. Avoiding political and ethnic borders, an oceanic gaze ( Mawani, Rosa, Zoltan)  thought Lusophone waters will  set up new models of  historical comparison and translation (Laslo)  CARTOGRAPHY OF CARE. (See 5.1).

CODES. The paleographic rendering of the subjectivity of  “maids”, servants, and enslaved carers is now revealed  though their  own mystically-infused grammar, with a strong transreligious and transcultural component in a just recently creolized world (Antje, Halikowski Smith 2011).PHILOMAIDS puts forward  a thesis that a  grammar appears in a direct and creative relationship  to a THOU, which is Christ. ( See also Taylor, Certeau). This relationship is revelead in  a diverse, gendered identity of religious practices submersed in the traditionally  non-philosophical genres (legal, administrative and arquitectonic languages). Through a ethnophilosophical analysis (see 5.2) religious carers had at their disposal to formulate a subjectivity impressed in a creolized, decentered GRAMMAR OF CARE.

 CHORDS. The visions, service and acts of  mercy and nurturing aiming to a mystical relationship with God, which PHILOMAIDS gathered and analysed are now framed in the debates of ethics of care, recognition, vulnerability, and disability. Ideas (philosophy), life (social history) and their devotional and ritualised objects will be united in an all-encompassing project on the ‘living ideas’ of care.  Can (these historical) servant’s witness of  the Divine imply the  transformation of mystical knowledge into a practical philosophy of care (ethics)? How can the researcher/ philosopher translate/appropriate  historical values? To test these findings a set of empirical and mixed methods will be used (5.3)

5. METHODOLOGY: 

PHILOMAIDS transdisciplinary character demands a special methodological strategy: guided  open-ended inquiry, reliable sources in transnational case-studies, an the ethnographical chiseling, so that an engagement with contemporary ethical debates may emerge.

5.3.Ethnophilosophy and Outputs
Intercultural philosophy has been  using  “ethnophilosophy” to translate sage  and conversational traditions inscribed in oral history (Agada 2022, Jantz XX). PHILOMAIDS will pioneer this method outside African philosophy. Using in the context of global Christian thought, as such actors of philosophy of care has been excluded from official philosophical tools rhetorics, composition and interpretation acquired in a male-elite educational compounds. 
For the third Objective- to equate the impact of the cartography and grammar in the context of ethics of care - PHILOMAIDs members will use tools from design thinking ( a method centered user-perspective and prototype (see XXX), so their scientific outputs can reformulate future questioning (See Design?).

5.4 Creative Methods and Outputs
O2- will lead to serie of specialized outputs across cultural studies, ethics and medical humanities in the form of monographs, articles in specialized in open-source journals as Religion and Body, Global Early Modern Studies, and Philosophies:East and West. 
Research action papers  (XXXX) and  creative tools (Chronicles of Workshops, Reserachlogues, media, art and conceptual work)  will disseminate and reevaluate historical findings across several communities of  knowledge- from conservative religious sectors to feminist and ecological activists.
An Academy of Care (to be held in Chemnitz Capital of Culture in 2025 and other events) is one of that chords of Care. Again, This is NOT merely an outreach programme but rather a crucial hermeneutic and reception/ testing of PHILOMAIDS hypothesis. 
Such fresh  inputs into the novel cartography  (ob.1) and grammar (obj.2) of care will allow PHILOMAIDS to restart the project in a second phase, where case-studies (old and new) and the reformulated hypothesis will broaden up the spectrum of knowledge. 

8.TEAM, Collaboration and Design
PHILO_MAIDS  success is shared across three generations of scholars:  A Senior advisory board by established scholars specialists in the different area-sources, the PI and a team of 3 junior Ph.D. Candidates, who will be recruited ethically and indigenously through the Global south (SEE ETHICS).

Contingency Plan:
The ambitious and extensive character of PHILOMAIDS brings their own specific challenges to each objective proposed. 
Obj.1- Quality and Accessibility of Sources. Some of the materials might be deteriorated or at time of collection lacking access. Approach: PHILOMAIDS Procure services from specialists in 16th- and 17th-century manuscript restoration and palaeograph and extend to other sources.
Obj2 - Hypothesis: Hypothesis might work with some case-studies but not others. Approach: Acknowledgement of this discrepancy. Reformulation of the hypothesis and appliance of “Design thinking”  tools for rein scribing the research. Researchlogues and continuous reflection will also add in this process. 
Obj.3 - Dissemination: Due to the interdisciplinary and pioneering nature of this project, some of outputs might not be accepted in the confined genres. Approach: Through Design thinking techniques, PHILOMAIDS will t make use of professional academic services  with proven success in the field.
General Project: Productivity and Timeliness: Given the intercultural nature of the team, some delays, constrains might emerge. PHILOMAIDS approach is clearly defined in the working agreements, weekly monitoring, and team-building events. The publications will be done collaboratively. PHILOMAIDs will also ask input from other research communities (such as Danish Centre for  PRIVACY) to share their experience. 
Activities: Extra costs related to travel, sources or conferences. Approach:The PI has an extensive  and successful experience of grant applications. PHILOMAIDS has a targeted strategy of applying  for national and other third parties for conferences, research travels, conferences, sources.

12. SCIENTIFIC  IMPACT

The pioneering monographs will  provided the specialized scholars in global history, philosophy of culture, gender studies, and those interested in Europe and Global South a systematic view of Lusophone history.  While developing an Academy of Care and  their reflection though Research action Papers , others communities of knowledge (namely activists, institutions) will be asked and fully acknowledged in the process and decentralization of knowledge and cultural production, not merely at the receiving end of the research process. By bringing the audiences insights to the reformulation of questions in the science-making process, PHILOMAIDS  will bridge the town-gown divide, a divide that has  been shown distrust for scientific communities.
Finally, through the presence of a clear ethical research plan (from the recruitment, data collection, analysis and reflection), PHILOMAIDS is setting an agenda and template for ethics in research practice, be it social or historical nature.

1. STATE-OF-THE-ART.

Care is  a medical knowledge, a nursing skill, a cultural praxis, a political value, a core axes of what humanity stands for.  Albeit these complementing features, care is studied within strict  disciplinary confines, where the normative and theoretical discourses of care not include the majority of voices: the historical voices of those who served and cared-for. PHILOMAIDS brings to the philosophical table the voices, practices and values of handmaids by inscribing them in the ethics of care. 

PHILOMAIDS rests on the shoulders of a vast international scholarship on medieval and early modern studies, mainly that that give a focus on conceptual, social, gender and religious history.

In this section I trace the timeliness of the  scholarly production  PHILOMAIDS sources are related  directly to (see 1.1) . Followed by the major trends in  the literary and cultural  for Portuguese sources (see 1.2) and  cross-reference to other heritages  (see 3) (I use only two exemples of recent  and classic scholarship where Catholic women were concerned, namely:  in Spain  (SP) Latin America (LA), Frence and colonies (FR), Italy (IT), Low Countries  (NL), England and Great Britain (EN),  Germany(DE). For studies on inquisition, social-political sources and slavery (1.3):  The conceptual (philosophical and theological)  dimensions (1.4).

1.1 Urgent Baroque. From an artistic style or ill-defined period, Baroque  become a cultural  category present so much in the  1600s  as in a globalized world  of a “baroque fold” (Deleuze 1988), “baroque ethos”  (Echevarria 1994a) and “baroque condition” ( Lyons 2018). Despite their seemingly modest role, religious women made part of that contemporary movement: either through appropriation, - Teresa of Avila as an existenalist icon in Beauvoir ( Hollywood 2002) or ,performative muse (Abramovic in Benger 2019) or to continuous Christian mindset  - see Mother Teresa  herself as a medieval-baroque artifact ( cur ed. Kolodiejchuk 2009;  Defensors: Dauphinais et ali 2016, Davies 2021 Critics : Hitchikens 1995, Charttejee 2002 ).In Portugal the case is not dissimilar. In the 70s Portuguese  feminists were persecuted for  using Soror Mariana de Alcoforado “Portuguese Letters”  to equationate the role of Portuguese women in society (Barreno, Horta e DA Costa 1972, 2010, and Martins 2022) bringing support globally (Amaral, Freitas 2015) and experimental poets  revindication of  nuns literary legacies (Hatherly).National and International grants funded the study and requalification of  European and national archives (see PROJECTS).


1.2.  The rich conventual archives in Portugal have been rediscovered and made accessible through new inventories ( see Giugervich & Leitao 2016).U.Porto’s academic journal,  Via Spiritus, become the international hub  for the study of (auto-)hagiographical books,  Three generation of  Porto scholars  began the inventorying, editing, tracing devotional practices and sanctity discourses in sixteenth and seventeenth centuries Portugal. (1st generation: Freitas Carvalho, Correia Fernandes,  2nd Generation: Villas-Boas 1996, Morujao 1996, 200? 1998,2000,  3rd generation: Mendes Almeida, Queiros, Sanchez Sanchez 2021, Jacquinet  ). Other trends were seen on genre criticism (Ferin Cunha 1992, Galhardo 2015),  historical textual editions  (Sanchez 2021, Duque Fernandes 2016, Avelino 2015), on sociabilities (Bellini and Moreno), education (Anastacio 2021, Queiros 2021) and identity (Galhardo 2009, 2016).For the wider religious historiograhical context, Lusitana Sacra  and the publications arising from Catholic University of Lisbon given major contribution in the preservation and visibility of female within religious traditions. (Fontes & Andrade, 2015 and 2017), 








1.3. International scholarship has also focused on the agency and authority of religious women across cultural languages. ( Wiesner-Hanks 2021, Martos 2021, ALabrus Iglesias 2021 Wyhe 2008, Kuuliala et Ali 2019,   specific cases:  SP: Lewandowska 2019, Baranda Leturio, Nieves & Cruz, 2018, LA: Lavrin 2008, Van Deusen 2018, EN: Van Hyning 2019,  Hallet 2013, NL: Stoop 2013:  FR:   Choudhury  2018,  Bruneau 1998, Zemmon Davies IT: Zarri,  Dunn 2020,  De: Woodfoord 2002, Kirakosian 2021).  From this extensive scholarship, the work of Sarah Ownens is of particular importance to PHILOMAIDS, as she looks into the transoceanic voyages of Hispanic religious women and their contributions to a gendered health discourses (2012, 2017, 2020).

1.4. The category of gender in Portuguese historiography is a recently became major trend (Bethencourt  ed. 2021 see also Sarmento 2015, Margareth,).The groundbreaking scholarship on the history of women across Portuguese expansion derived came from the controversial work of Germano Correia (Correia 1948-1958), whose empirical findings were much contested by Charles Boxer (1975). Early modernists paid attention to the indirect sources as accounts from missionary eyewitnesses to the  Christian religious leadership of converted women in Congo, Japan and Mughal Empire. (Thornton, Haruko, Patricio, Zaman), and on  comissioned biographies of women (Bruit) . Yet it was in Inquisition records has also provided a privileged place for the analysis of persecuted religious women through the lenses of magic and witchcraft  ( Bettenchourt 1998, Paiva 2005, Gorenstein)  Microhistorical readings depicted the interreligious, sexual and negotiations within the public life  in colonial Brazil ( L. Mello e Souza, L. Mott, R. Vainfas, Mycofskzy 2020, Souza Martins  ). The same records provided also material for  the study of West African folk-medicine and healing practices. Women in the cost of religious minorities- Islamism and Judaism have also emerged from these inquisitional records ( Barros, Drummond Braga, Veiga 2017, Mea ). Studies on enslaved people in Brazil have also  saw a shift from economic and legal approach to the recording of  medical and religious practices in Brazil (Sweet 2011,  Walker, D Abreu-Ferreira Phillips 2013, Saunders 1982). Attempts to study as global  phenomena emerged from centres in Germany and USA (  see Trans-Atlantic Slave Trade Database ,Zeist 2019, 2021). The distinct identity of particular orders and regions to develop in-depth study on the  socio-economic sources of female religious communities  in  America (Algranti) and Asia, as is the case Macau (Penalva) Goa ( Oliveira,). Others discovered the role of women within Confraternity  records (Santa Casa da Misericordia )throughout Portugal and colonial territories (Sa, Abreu,Lopes see also the 10 multivolume   Monumenta Miseiricordia, Paiva ed) . For overview on scholarship focusing  gender and intellectual history of women in Portugal and Brazil, four major outlets emerged: Faces de Eva (U. Nova Lisbon), Ex-Aequo( CES,U. Coimbra)  Cadernos Pagu ( U. Campinas) Cadernos Revista de Estudos Feministas ( U. Florianopolis). 

1.5. Despite the enthusiasm these historians and social scientist took upon religious women’s legacy, the same cannot be said from history of philosophy or history od ideas. Exception are centres as Paderborn Centre, Brazilian Redes, and New Narratives Projects (SEE PROJECTS). Mystical personal accounts from literary national canons such as Teresa of Avila, Hadewijch of Brabant, Catherine of Siena, Julian Norwich or Juana de la Cruz or Hildegard von Bingen  are being slowly subjected to philosophical recognition  (Adamson, Mercer, van Dijk, ). Feminist theologians too  have rescued major oevres by including the mystical and  devotional  in the political.  Different that approach have taken the  cognitive studies in religion, which aim a total dissociation from the social and. Political into a psychological intake. A tradition long since initiated with William James and psychology of religion. (James), the historical mystical descriptions has been empirically analysed in the context of pure consciousness and psychopathology ( Volker 2022; Dresvina e Budl 2020).  Academic studies  Portuguese philosophy  center around  the baroque scholastic traditions from Coimbra, Evora and Salamanca universities to the study of aristotelism,  metaphysics and, lately,  conscience ( Marcussi) also human rights in early modern theological treatises (Carvalho, Meirinhos,   for legal history see Max Plank).  Many of those theologians, however,  did  contact to female religious writing, as the were oftentimes their confessors, inquisitors and family members. My own work on Baroque mystical shows religious women  contribution to a debate on human action, choice and freedom through anxiousness (2023, 2015), on the playfulness (2018), and the free will (2020).

2. Vision

A  historical research on women carers and the gendered practices of care is  vital but not enough to obliterate the historical epistemicide has been subjected upon them. A new paradigm of  philosophy of history is needed, where knowledge production does not be strained by the  sedentarism of  armchair -laboratoy  paradox in philosophical methodology as Haug  described in 2013.

How can the debates on life, death and choice frequently randsomed by ideological talking-points of interested stakeholders, be informed by transparent and situated historical research? PHILOMAIDS proposes a scholarship on care taken as cross-cultural value au pair its knowledge, practice and technics, where its findings also shed light into new venues of historical research. PHILOMAIDS axiological glossary enables now a historically and the scientifically informed participation in the current debate on life and death and choice that still inflames society, policy and science.

For that purpose PHILOMAIDS add three important vectors in the Care-Women-Service discussion.The first, the spatial imaginary that the Portuguese expeditions created through the fortification of an emerging Lusophone world- which I will study as a Cartography of Care.The second, a grammar of mystical identity that was chosen, used and enforced by new actors of care ( religious women inside and outside religious orders) through the Lusophone forts.The third, a  Klang or a chord of care, with a ranging degree of atonalities, emerged from anan engaged positioning in the current debates of care ethics. (See  Objectives A,B,C).

This is PHILOMAIDS vision. A science that combines archival research, ethno-philosophical readings and an engaged ethics of care. PHILOMAIDS team will dwell in the specific collections of the archives of Portuguese heritage scattered across the four continents. Based neglected historical evidence I was able to collect until now, from the 16th-century muslim handmaids of Arzila (Inshilla, Now Marroco), to the 17th converted holy women of Hoogly (now Kalkuta), to the 18th century African healers in Brazil, PHILOMAIDS puts forwards a new vision.  A vision where the subaltern as  handmaid or PHILOMAIOD speaks: Though, carefully, her worlds are of Care.




4. Objectives

A Cartography of Care. PHILOMAIDS brings the specific modes of time and space to the Care knowledge, value, practice and technique of care. The Lusophone “project” (traditionally rendered as the Age of Discoveries, and historiographically as Expansion, Coloniality or Empire ( Bettenchourt, Marcusi, Newitt, Disney,  Zoltan) is recently studied also as space of migrations and creolization  and cosmopolitanism (Rosa 2019). PHILOMAIDS intervenes in this discussion by analyzing the Lusophone world as an oceanic project as a method to explore connectivities between different racial and territorial structures and focusing temporality and situatedness ( Mawani, 2018). The Lusophone Ocean is not a Portuguese project per se (ethno-nationalist or melting-pot utopia) but trascultural world where the West/Portugueses/ Christians are in a constant  process of transformation and challenge by actors, movements, transportations  (Flütcher & Schöttli, 2015). Advancements in nautical archeology will be a precious source also inform the textual evidence (NAutilarch.org). Case-studies are  analyzed  but in context with their own particular historical context (see 6).
A Grammar that Matters. New maps  demand new codes..Recently  major ERC projects emerged  to investigate notion of self, collectivity and intetionatity from the perspective of moral philosophy (Herlinde, XXX)  and social ontology (Zahavi XXX).  PHILOMAIDS contributes to these debates by offering fresh empirical data from mouths of  Lusophone women. By dusting the cobwebs of Methodenstreiten enforced on early modern sources,  and discerning the paleographic rendering of the subject, maids, servants, and enslaved carers are now revealed  though their  own mystically-infused grammar. Such grammar appears in a direct and creative relationship  to a THOU. Primarily taken as Christ, but also a syncretic, accommodated , hybrid version of  each historical concretude. To that THOU a new self emerge. A Self  that can be   SHE-  constructed mainly by sources such as the proceedings of inquisition, that  give an ambiguous look into the mirrored I through the direct testimonies of persecuted agents of care or  THEY -  transfigured in and posterior narrations by indirect sources as Chronicles, holy biographies.Yet, those are the sources historiography has been using to collect ideal gendering of  essential selves.  Vital is the  juxtaposing of other sources, namely a self that is WE that  is presented in religious constitutions, legal documents, private sources, relics, monuments and ecosystems of care. Or, a Self merged in the thumping cadence of an I,  able to perforate the shell of mummified sources it is inscribed, namely in testimonies, letters, sayings, devotions, miracles, embodied performances. For such ambitious project, a new methodology is necessary: the recovery of the controversial ethnophilosophy ( see 5.2)

CHORDS THAT RESONATES. New codes demands new sounds, new chords. Resonance emerges as a paradigmatic critical reaction to the lived acceleration and alienation (Rosa 2019, Brinkmann 2021).  A distinct line within ethics, ethics of care, advocates the primate of care, relationship and connnectiveness as a model to study this resonanve. Ethicists of care agree that diverse  formulations of care - be either motherliness, recognition, presence or  ubuntu-  demand a transformative and engaged resonance with concretude. Yet the empiricists do  propose an exemplar methodology that preserves the ethical resonance of everyday situations in the exemplary analysis of each situation as such N=N (contrarily to deductive or inductive emphasis) ( 2019).

5. TAYLOR-MADE METHODOLOGY: 

PHILOMAIDS transdisciplinary character demands a special methodological strategy: guided  open-ended inquiry, reliable sources in transnational case-studies, an the ethnographical chiseling, so that an engagement with contemporary ethical debates may emerge.

5.1Research Questioning:

PHILOMAIDS  will submit the nine case-studies to the following conceptual inquiry.

The  WHO-WHICH, or the IDENTIFICATION phase in Objective 1,  makes uses of historical methods  source criticism, prosopography, paelographic techniques applied into legal and institutional  sources: see the successful approach for colonial Lima (VAN DEUSEN 2018) - Which are the practices and who actors of Care ? In which social networks do they operate ? To which intellectual genealogies do they respond to?-  CARTOGRAPHY

The HOW-  or the PROCESS phase throughout Objective 2 reevaluates the comparison and translation as both techniques and epistemological tools ( see Kantor ) How are these historical practices of care described ? How do they relate to knowledge and techniques of care? How relational and propositional are they?- GRAMMAR

THE Where and Whom - os the Engaged phase runs through Objective 3 by testing contemporary situations and agents to ethical findings of early modern lusophone CARE. (See engaged How do these modes/codes/chords of care reshape contemporary dimensions of care, namely within choice, agency and “paciency” (Reader 2017, Brinkmann 2021)?- CHORDS

5.2 Case- Studies: ( For Primary sources See SOURCES)

1. Lisboa-ARZILA-Lisboa (North Atlantic): 1500-1551: Care and Resistance . Throughout the 15th century  Portugal and Castille have made several attempts to capture cities in North Africa. From 1471 to 1550 Arzila (Asilah, Morocco)  was under Portuguese governance. Based on eyewitness accounts and data from records of Inquisition I will trace the life of two captive Muslim women, Leonor Rodrigues, who lead an insurrection of handmaids in the capitainship of Arzila, and  Francisca Lopes who was accused of continuing practices of Islam in Lisbon.(see also Hadar 2022, p.183;  Filomena Barros LS, 27, 2013, 35-58)
 
2. Alkmaar-Antwerpen-Lisbon-1527-1586: Care and Safety.  In 1527 Portugal became the safe haven for the refuge of religious women from sixteenth-century Iconoclast violence. The chronicles of the Spanish Catarina of  Espirito Santo attest the constitution of a new exiled community of  Poor Clares from Alkmaar  (Netherlands) and Antwerp to Lisbon as well an insider perspective on the historiography of  the  persectution and martyrdom of their males counterparts in Gorkum ( Donahue in  Nieves Baranda and Cruz 2020 and MacEvitt in Middleton 2020; Kok 1927).

3. Ormuz/Tanna/Ceylan- GOA (African, Persian Indic)- Care and Illness. Between 1543 and 1637 Goa was swept by several cholera waves.  By crossing data from contemporary eyewitness, hospitals records (confraterniy), religious records (Monicas Monastery and religious communities) and inquisition records, a closer look will be paid to the role of illness and mercifulness in the life venerable Monicas ( Founders Filipa da Trindade,  her mothers Maria do Espirito Santo and Maria de Jeuss) alongside their lay counterparts.  ( See also Bastos 2016, Walker 2016, idem in Jarnagin 2011, Bastos 2016, Oliveira 2019) 

4. Miyaco- CEBU-Macau (Pacific World) 1606-1627: Care and Salvation. In 1606 Julia a former buddhist nun, after converting to Christianity in belonging to the Naito clan, organised a religious community that established in Cebu, in the Philippines. In 1627 Analysing the hagiographical records and its  orientalist and gendered views by posterior rendering of Agostinho de Santa Maria, alongside the hagiographical accounts of religious women in Macau (Poor Clares) ( see Penalva 2001, Nawata Ward 2012, 2009)

5 Braga-Lisbon-Rome-OLINDA (1617-1660): Care and Journeys. After having expelled the Dutch in 1654, Portuguese retook controlled of Pernambuco and continued their police of degredo (exile) for religious leaders. Based on inquisitorial records, contemporary chronicles, and other legal records, the life and transatlantic journeys of  Maria da Cruz from center (Rome) to the margins of  Christendom, and other companies, shows the networks and grammars of political and spiritual care ( Serrado 2020, Mello e Souza ) 

6. BENGAL- Hoogly -Chittagong (Bengal World): 1632-1734. Care and Devotion.. After the siege of Hoogly, the Agustianians negotiated with the Mughal Empire their resettlement.  Discalced Agustianins. Analysing the erection and devotion of the Church on Our Lady of Good Voyage (in Bandel), their religious communities from where  Juliana Nama emerged  (Zaman 2012, Chauhan 2019)

7. BAHÍA-Rio: -1677- 1780:  Care and Miracle.Salvador da Bahía saw in 1677 the erection of its first Monastery (Poor Clares). Nonetheless, several convents and recolhimentos  (informal communities) alongside local confraternities emerged. Jacinta de São José (1716-1768), the founder of  Convent of Saint Theresa in Rio, and the description of holiness by her male biographers, set ups the scene for a look into the layered social aspects of mystical experience and community care.(Souza Martins 2021, Algazantri 1993, 2004, Gonçalves 2005, Borges 2007, 2010).

8. LUANDA- Salvador- Lisboa: 1700- c.1750. Care and Healing.   After the Dutch occupation on both sides f the Atlantic, Angola and Congo slavetrade  became  a priority to Brazilian economy, and a huge factor in the syncretic culture of Brazil. Luzia Pinto  was one of the agents. Her healing activities and religious vocabulary  gives access to the life of calundus in Bahia and Minas Gerais, and the contact with the colonizing powers. ( Marcussi 2015, Heinze 2007, Caldeira Panoja,)

9.MINA-Rio- Minas-Rio- Lisboa: 1719-1771.  Care and Knowledge.  Rosa Egipciaca was the religious name given to Rosa Maria, an enslaved woman originary from Costa da Mina, nowadays Nigeria, and trafficked  to Minas Gerais, in Brazil. Her visionary and healing powers made her religious leader by founding a religious house and  writing a mystical treatise. (Mott 1992, Spaulding 2016)






5.3.Ethnophilosophy and Outputs
Intercultural philosophy has been  using  “ethnophilosophy” to translate sage  and conversational traditions inscribed in oral history (Agada 2022, Jantz XX). PHILOMAIDS will pioneer this method outside African philosophy. Using in the context of global Christian thought, as such actors of philosophy of care has been excluded from official philosophical tools rhetorics, composition and interpretation acquired in a male-elite educational compounds. 
For the third Objective- to equate the impact of the cartography and grammar in the context of ethics of care - PHILOMAIDs members will use tools from design thinking ( a method centered user-perspective and prototype (see XXX), so their scientific outputs can reformulate future questioning (.

5.4 Creative Methods and Outputs
O2- will lead to serie of specialized outputs across cultural studies, ethics and medical humanities in the form of monographs, articles in specialized in open-source journals as Religion and Body, Global Early Modern Studies, and Philosophies:East and West. 
Research action papers  (XXXX) and  creative tools (Chronicles of Workshops, Reserachlogues, media, art and conceptual work)  will disseminate and reevaluate historical findings across several communities of  knowledge- from conservative religious sectors to feminist and ecological activists.
An Academy of Care (to be held in Chemnitz Capital of Culture in 2025 and other events) is one of that chords of Care. Again, This is NOT merely an outreach programme but rather a crucial hermeneutic and reception/ testing of PHILOMAIDS hypothesis. 
Such fresh  inputs into the novel cartography  (ob.1) and grammar (obj.2) of care will allow PHILOMAIDS to restart the project in a second phase, where case-studies (old and new) and the reformulated hypothesis will broaden up the spectrum of knowledge. 
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6. Research. Design: TEAM, Collaboration

PHILOMAIDS  success is credited to  inter-generational team:  A senior advisory board composed  established scholars specialists in the different area-sources, a team of 3 junior Ph.D. Candidates, and a risk-taking PI.

PHILOMAIDS is committed to recruit researchers from the Global South directly involved to the analysis of their specific sources. (SEE ETHICS). This targeted-recruitment enhances
 1) the ethical and decolonial  commitment to research of  humanities   by making use
2)  emic perspectives in the sources collection of  alongside etic standpoint of analysis of colonial past.  (Rutherford in Pederson et Ali 2021). Moreover,
3) creates a fecund opportunity for European rejuvenation of scientific production, a strategy Alexander Humboldt Foundation has started to implement in its SCOUT Program. ( QUOTE)

Through the facilitation of key partners in  Asia ( through Rania at Asian University for Women),  Guine Consortium through Jose Nafafe Lingnas (Guine), and Mariana Francoso /William Jose network in Brazil, PHILOMAIDS will develop three recruitment-workshops where a pool of candidates is invited to devise their own research project based on at least two case-studies. The remaining candidates will be invited to join the team with external funding (DAAD, etc.)
This recruitment strategy  Danish Excellence -PRIVACY Centre of Research has implemented this approach, which originated productivity and collaborative work. (QUOTE METTE).

The senior  advisory board constituted in 2021 within the preparative workshop for (SEE RISKS) congregates expertise, internationality  and interdisciplinarity  to the research.  Their tasks are threefold: recruitment facilitation, co-supervision of junior team, and collaboration in occasional activities.

8. RISKS  AND FEASABILITY

8.1 PREPARATIVE WORK:

Funded by the Instituto Camoes though the Chair of Iberian studies, the PI organised an online workshop and  presential one-scientific meeting in Chemnitz where  the first time the Advisory members of PHILOMAIDS could discuss their contribution to this project and presented their research, which is coming forward in a thematic issue of PCLS. (SEE CV-).TU_Chemnitz  endowed a previous version of this project with a funding  ( 13.500)  for publications costs and the paleographic assistance of  seven sources, appearing at “ Caring Philosophers”  at Coimbra Press.


8.2 CONTIGENCY PLAN: 
The ambitious and extensive character of PHILOMAIDS brings their own specific challenges to each objective proposed. 

Obj.1- Quality and Accessibility of Sources. Some of the materials might be deteriorated or at time of collection lacking access. Approach: PHILOMAIDS procure services from specialists in 16th- and 17th-century manuscript restoration and palaeography, and if not sucessfull, extend to other sources.

Obj2 - Hypothesis: Hypothesis might work differently with case-studies. Approach: Acknowledgement of this discrepancy. Reformulation of the hypothesis and appliance of “Design thinking”  tools for reinscribing the research. Researchlogues and continuous reflection will also add  this process. 

Obj.3 - Dissemination: Due to the interdisciplinary and pioneering nature of this project, some of outputs might not be accepted in the confined genres. Approach: Through Design thinking techniques, PHILOMAIDS will make use of their networks and  professional academic services with proven success in the field.

General Project: Productivity and Timeliness: Given the intercultural nature of the team, some delays, constrains might emerge. PHILOMAIDS approach is clearly defined in the working agreements, weekly monitoring, and team-building events. The publications will be done collaboratively. PHILOMAIDs will also ask input from other research communities, such as Danish Centre for  PRIVACY, to share their successful experience. 

Activities: Extra costs related to travel, sources or conferences. Approach:The PI has an extensive  and successful experience of international grant applications. PHILOMAIDS has a targeted strategy of applying for national and other third parties for conferences, research travels, conferences, and digitalization of sources.



9. SCIENTIFIC  IMPACT

PHILOMAIDS  benefits scientific communities  threefold. 

Firstly, a scientific accessibility with a  sirurgical  dissemination strategy . This reveals in the publishing across the spectrum of open access scholarly outlets and formats, and make them available through interdisciplinary repositories.  Whereas the monographs are targeted to specialised series in history and medical humanities  (such as  Routledge, Palgrave, etc.); the thematic issue in “Ethics of Care” (Peteers) will access  those interested in PHILOMAIDS contributions to the this particular field. Research action papers and the Researchlogue  are directed towards  social sciences and those interested in methdodological approaches and philosophy of history. By contemplating  communications in global ethical conferences PHILOMAIDS will  contact directly with professional and health care sectors. 

Secondly, the  high gain-highrisk  character of its methodological approach.  By combining tools from human, social sciences design thinking  PHILOMAIDS steps into new territory of mere  historiography and answers historically and systematically the urgent demands of our age. This  how values of care shape  practices, knowledge and values, avoiding an epistemicide 

Thirdly, a template for Ethical Research in Humanities. PHILOMAIDS benefits extend beyond the the history and applied care ethics, by offering a template of ethical practice across  scientific production. Cognizant of ethical dimensions in the whole scientific process - from recruitment, sources collection and analysis, hypothesis formulation and validation, to the communication and dissemination, the continuous discernment through Researchlogues -  PHILOMAIDS  bestows the production of knowledge with a pioneering  template in philosophy of history which will tame the epistemicide still present in contemporary research.
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
