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I have never felt at ease with the term “collector”.
One can not own an ephemeral entity, one can not own a song. One can only share. 
Unlike most west African liturgical art held in the Western Hemisphere, the works of art presented here were entrusted to my care in complete transparency, meeting all the obligations towards the state, the community and the individuals acting as their guardians.
A care which In lieu with west African traditions Carries responsibility.
I hope that the recent exhibitions held in the Israel museum Jerusalem, the Ber Shiva museum of Islamic cultures and in MUZA - the Eretz Israel Museum in Tel Aviv
As well as this volume, are steps in fulfilling this trust.
