Rabbi Fabian Schonfeld, a refugee from Nazi Europe, escaped to England with his family, immigrated to New York to study under Rav Yosef Soloveitchik zt"l and eventually became one of the most esteemed and respected rabbis in the United States. He established the Young Israel of Kew Gardens Hills in Queens New York where he served as Rabbi for 70 years.
He was married to Lotti Jakobovits, the sister of the future Chief Rabbi of Great Britain, who unfortunately died very young.  He later married Ruth (Leifer) Schindelheim.  Together they raised ten children, four of whom live in Israel.
He was recognized for his leadership as President of the Rabbinical Council of America, President of Yeshiva University's Rabbinical Alumni Association, Head of the OU kashrut division, Chairman of the Poalei Agudat Yisrael of America, and established the much-respected Queens Vaad Harabanim.  Much admired by political and religious leaders in the United States and abroad, Rabbi Schonfeld was invited to give the invocation at the 1984 Republican National Convention at the nomination of Ronald Reagan.
Known as "The Rabbi's Rabbi", he was devoted to his kehilla and unwavering in his outspoken support for Klal Yisrael and Eretz Yisrael.  Spreading light for 97 years, Rabbi Schonfeld passed away on the third night of Chanukah 2020.  May his memory be blessed.
Rabbi Schonfeld's eldest daughter Aviva is married to Bernard Pinchuk.
