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ABSTRACT

The preservation of Holocaust testimonies holds profound academic, historical, and moral importance. With the number of survivors dwindling, the urgency to capture and maintain their voices grows. These testimonies not only educate future generations but also serve as essential evidence against Holocaust denial and revisionist narratives. However, the significance of testimony preservation extends beyond the Holocaust, encompassing contemporary issues faced by survivors of sexual assault in various conflict zones.

In recent years, the integration of advanced technologies like Artificial Intelligence (AI), Augmented Reality (AR), holograms, and blockchain has revolutionized the preservation and dissemination of survivor narratives. These technologies offer innovative ways to document and archive testimonies while enhancing their accessibility and pedagogical impact. For instance, the National Holocaust Centre and Museum’s Virtual Interactive Holocaust Survivor Testimony (VIHST) allows for interactive engagement with digital representations of survivors, creating immersive educational experiences. This aligns with findings by Pennebaker et al. (1989), who noted that sharing trauma through testimony can significantly impact survivors' relationships with their past and enhance their psychological well-being.

Moreover, the research underscores the need to prioritize survivor-centered methodologies, particularly in cases where testimonies have historically been overlooked due to societal discomfort with discussing sexual violence. Projects like the "Interact" platform enable users to engage with survivors’ stories in real time, bridging the gap between past and present. Additionally, advancements in AI sentiment analysis show promise in identifying emotional patterns within testimonies, offering new ways to decode and present these deeply personal stories.

The study’s methodology includes a comprehensive literature review of existing methods for testimony preservation, focusing on Holocaust testimonies, as well as testimonies from other atrocities, such as the Rwandan and Bosnian genocides. The research will examine why testimonies involving sexual violence remain marginalized and will explore how digital technologies can offer innovative solutions to these challenges. The study will also explore case studies in which augmented reality (AR), artificial intelligence (AI), and social media have been successfully used to preserve and share survivor testimonies.
