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1.1. (= 1 academic hour) To introduce oneself
Basic personal information.

a. Ask questions one another (10') 

The teacher chooses one student and practices the basics of conversation:  
Good morning / evening.
What’s your name? / My name is… And you?
How are you? / Fine, and you?
How old are you? / I am… years old.
Where do you live? / I live in… 
Where do you study? / I study at… 
*If necessary, the questions can be written in the board by the students themselves.

Then, the teacher gives a little piece of paper with the following details to every student: name, age, place of living and occupation. For example:
John
15 years old
Haifa
public school

Every two names (from different cards) need to start with the same letter and have the rest of the information the same. For example: 
(Card 1)		(Card 2)
John 		Jonathan 
15 years old	15 years old
Haifa 		Haifa
Public school	public school

The teacher needs to make sure that the cards are distributed with these similar cards far from each other (for example, out of 30 cards – one for each student – the card with John’s name in it will be in the first position, and Jonathan’s in 15th position).

Once the students have the cards, in pairs, they repeat the conversation the teacher had with the first student, but they have to answer with the information from the card they are given.

b. (15'-20') For the second part, the teacher has the students find a partner with the same letter in the name of his/her card. For example:
· Jonathan? Where is Jonathan?
· I am here, teacher. 
· And where is John? 
· Here.
· Jonathan and John, go together and practice your conversation. 
*This time, the “me too” can be introduced (because they have the same information in their cards).
All the students go find their partner with the same first letter in the name of the card and practice the conversation. Finally, every pair of students presents themselves: “We are Rebecca and Rachel, we are 9 years old, we live in…”. 
*The teacher can choose to do this in little groups or the pairs presenting themselves in front of the class, as it is thought preferable.

c. (15'-20') Who is who. 
For this activity the teacher needs to have some pictures of famous people the students know well, preferably with different origins. The card can contain some information, for example:
Messi
32 years old	
Barcelona	
Football player
The teacher chooses one student and has him come to the board and gives him one of these cards. He has to give the information of the person without saying his name. The students have to guess who he is. The one who says it correctly goes to the board.
In addition, the teacher can give a card with more than one people (for example, a music band), so the plural form is practiced (they).

 
1.2.  (= 1 academic hour) Introduce your family.

a. (15'-20') A family tree.
The teacher brings pictures of a family tree (the size of the family – including extended family or not – will depend on the teacher’s judgement about his/her students’ knowledge). He can start giving information in short, simple sentences. For example: “This is Leo. His father is… His mother is… He has three siblings: two brothers and one sister. He is the oldest and his sister is the youngest…”. 
Get the students to contribute with a few sentences. If the students have good level, then they can talk about the information in pairs (bring a picture of the family tree for each pair). If not, among all, speak about the information. If considered necessary, they could all repeat the sentence that the teacher or another student has just said. 
b. (15'-20') My family tree.
Have the students draw very quickly a sketch of their own family tree. Then, in pairs they ask each other questions:
· What’s your father / mother’s name? 
· How many siblings do you have?
· Are you the oldest / youngest?
· Do you have brothers / sisters?...
*For the ones that finish faster, the teacher can ask from them to talk about their families with their partner (in a longer speech, instead of answering questions).

c. (10'-15') Talking about someone else’s family tree.
Finally, the teacher starts asking questions to a student about his/her classmates’ family tree. If the students are more advanced, he can request from them to ask the questions themselves. 

1.3.  (= 1 academic hour) Talk about your hobbies and interests

a. (15'-20') Introducing the hobbies.
The teacher brings pictures of people doing different things (with a number in them). They can be famous (singers, painters, writers, TV presenters, football players and other sportsmen), but not limited to that, so there is a wide range of hobbies.
He brings up the pictures one by one. If it’s a celebrity, he can say his/her name and what he/she likes. For example, “He is Leo Messi. Messi likes playing football”. After a few examples, the students can try and say the hobbies. 
At the same time, the teacher can start asking a student or two if they like doing what the image is showing: “And you, do you like watching TV?”. The students have to answer with a full sentence.
If necessary, after having presented all the hobbies, the teacher can go over them again very quickly, with the students repeating after him/her, in order to help fixation.

b. (10'-15’) My hobbies.
In groups of three, the students speak about their hobbies. They can choose those on the board or add those they like. They have to say at least two hobbies, preferably three. They have to discuss if they agree or not. 
· I like to play football, and you?
· Me too.
· Not me. I prefer watching computer games.
At the end, they have to summarize the hobbies of the classmate they have on their right. “He likes playing football, watching tv and hiking”.
*If there is no time to start activity c. (or if the past needs revision beforehand), then activity b. could be continued by “having a survey”. The students write the hobbies on the board and the teacher asks: “who likes…?”. The students raise their hands. Then they can ask the questions, until the survey is completed. For example
Hiking 		I  I				(2 students)
Watching TV 	I  I  I  I				(4 students)
Reading	I  I  I				(3 students)
Other hobbies	I  I  I				(3 students)
The space for “other hobbies” is to allow students to express other hobbies they like and are not included in the survey. Then the teacher should ask: “and which other hobby do you like?”. In the end, they have to make sentences with the number of people that like each hobby.

c. (15'-20') What did he/she do yesterday?
For this it is necessary to have: 
· The previous images of people doing hobbies hung on the board (the images need to be numbered).
· Dices (enough to cover the numbers of the hobbies).
· An amount of pieces of paper folded with different times written in them (6 pm, 12 am, 9 pm, in the morning, in the evening, at night).
· Another amount of pieces of paper with different pronouns.
The teacher divides the students in two teams. One by one, the students of alternate teams go to the teacher’s table, take a piece of paper from the amount with the times, another piece of paper with the pronoun and throw the dice. The number they get is the chosen image. The member of the team has to say the sentence in the past correctly. For example:
Paper 1: in the evening
Paper 2: we
Dice: number 6 (watching TV).
ANSWER: Yesterday we watched TV in the evening.
If the student answers correctly, his/her team earns 10 points. If not, his/her team loses 5 and the other team has the option of trying to give the right answer, for which they could get 5 points.

1.4.  (= 1 academic hour) Talk about your hobbies (continuation) and what do you want to become.

a. (15'-20') What is he/she? What was he/she?
With the images of famous people, revise the hobbies if necessary, but focus this time on the job. For example, “this is Messi, he likes to play football. He is a football player”. After going through the old ones about famous people, bring some new images about other jobs they are supposed to know: lawyer, doctor, nurse…
Then, make them imagine those people are now 75 years old. What were they? (This activity is to review the past of the verb “to be”, while practicing again the jobs).
Some extra difficulty can be added by bringing the pieces of paper with the pronouns (from activity 1.3. – c.), so they have to conjugate the verb. Also, measuring the time they take to answer (they only have 20 seconds, for example). If they don’t answer in time, they lose points.

b. (15'-20') Incredible lives.
In pairs, take the non-famous people and make them imagine that they have a normal life during the day, but at night or during the weekend, they become something different. Give examples, like:
“This is Ester. She is 25 years old and she is a lawyer. She likes singing. At night, she becomes a famous singer.”
They have to imagine three stories like this with three different people. One of the examples they create can be about a pair/couple (two brothers, for example), so they practice the plural. 
After giving them some time for this, the students choose one of the examples and say it in front of the class.

c. (10'-15') What do I like? What do I want to become?
Now it is time to talk about themselves. If in the previous class the activity of the survey wasn’t taken, then it is time now, but preferably with jobs. The teacher has the students moving around in the classroom asking each other what they want to be, they write down the answers and try to present the results, with the guidance of the teacher.
· How many students want to become doctors? / -Three students.
· Two students don’t know what they want to become.

1.5.  (= 1 academic hour) Where do I live?

a. (15'-20') The teacher shows or gives to the student a little text (with images) about a girl their age.
Hello, my name is Sara, and I was born in Jerusalem. I lived there until I was six years old and then I moved to Haifa with my family. I love Haifa because it is next to the beach and I can go swimming in the sea every day in the summer. There are many shops and big buildings. Also, the Bahai Gardens are very beautiful. However, it is a big city, and my house is far from the school, so I have to go by car or by bus. I don’t like the traffic jam or going up the hills.
	After reading the text, the students have to answer the following questions:
· Where was Sara born?
· Does she still live there?
· When did she move? With whom?
· Does she like her new city? Why?
· What does the city have? Is it a big or a small city?
· What doesn’t she like about Haifa?

b. (15'-20') My city / village.
Now it is time for the students to talk about their city or village[footnoteRef:1]. First, the teacher can let the students say what they know, and then, maybe help them be more precise with questions. [1:  If they live in Haifa, then the teacher can have them add more information to it. For example: “how many beaches do we have?”, “Which places can we visit?”…] 

· Is it a big or a small city / village?
· Does it have many neighborhoods?
· Does it have a lot of traffic jam and cars?
· Does it have parks? Cinemas? Shops? Schools? Hotels?
· Do many tourists visit it? Does it have famous places?
· Is it close to the sea? To the countryside? 
· Do you like it? What do you like the most? The least?
*These questions should be supported by images if the students are not very familiarized / have forgotten the vocabulary.

c. (10'-15') What city is it?
One student comes to the teacher’s table and the teacher tells him/her (in secret) the name of a city or village they know. The other students have to ask yes/no questions and the student answers them. The students need to guess which is the place. The one who says it correctly goes next to the teacher’s table.

1.6.  (= 1 academic hour) To talk about oneself (conclusion). A perfect life.

a. (40’-45') (In pairs) The teacher brings pieces of paper with a number written in it. That’s the age of the “life” of someone that each pair of students will imagine (for example, “25 years old”). With that in mind, the students need to create a “perfect life” covering all the topics seen along the past three weeks. The teacher gives them 10 minutes to think about it. Topics:
· Name and age 
· Where s/he is from and where s/he lives
· How the city/village is
· What s/he studied and what his/her job is. 
· How many siblings s/he has and how is his/her family
· What s/he likes/dislikes
Then every pair of students go to the board and talk about the live they have invented. The teacher can ask the rest of the students at any time about what the students at the front are saying. If they don’t answer properly, they lose points. 
When the pair of students finish, the teacher asks the rest of the students to raise their hand if they think the “life” was interesting. The number of students that raise the hand is the number of points they get, together with a certain number of points the teacher chooses to give them. 
At the end, the life with more points is chosen the most interesting of all.
If there is still time, the teacher can ask more questions to the students about the “life” that won.
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
