On the first day of the week, the eighteenth day of the month of Heshvan in the year 5782, corresponding to the 24th day of October in the year 2021 here in Nashville, Tennessee, in the presence of family and friends, the grooms Chaim ben Avraham v’Sara, son of Rodney and Shannon Mickelsen, and Malachi ben Avraham v’Sara, son of John and Cynthia Grano, said to each other:

"You are consecrated to me as my husband, with this ring, according to the laws of Moses and Israel. Our lives, enriched by the tradition of the Jewish faith, will embody trust, constancy, and compromise. We will cherish and sustain each other and create a secure space for the uniqueness of each of us as well as for our common strivings and mutual endeavors. May we be blessed with good fortune, health, and happiness, and may our devotion to the faith of Israel ennoble us. We enter this covenant of marriage joyfully and solemnly accept its obligations.”

The grooms accepted all the conditions of betrothal and marriage as set forth by biblical law and by the rulings of the Sages. The grooms agreed that if they are blessed with children, they will impart to them the teachings of Torah as members of the community of Israel. The grooms accepted a ring from each other, for the purposes of creating this marriage and to symbolize their love. The grooms accepted full legal responsibility for the obligations herein and for the properties entering the marriage from their respective homes and families. The grooms agreed to submit their marriage to the jurisdiction of both civil courts and any properly convened beit din.
