Counselling work with students who are perceived by educators to be socially neglected
Theoretical framework and study goal: School counselors are responsible to the socio-emotional aspects of their students' lives. Little research was devoted to socially neglected students, those which the peer group tend to ignore. Over time, social neglect may have negative impact on socio-emotional development. Therefore, the present study aims to focus on educators' approaches towards these students and to draw from it implications for school counselling work. 
Methodology: Ten case studies were analyzed, in which educators reported that they had succeeded in supporting a socially neglected student. The qualitative structured analysis included three parts: 1. identifying the educators' description of the student before the supportive process, 2. classification of the educators' supportive strategies, and 3. identifying the educators' description of the student after the supportive process (in order to learn on their perception of success).  
Findings: Before the intervention, educators tend to describe socially neglected students by an absence of characteristics. This may imply on some degree of neglect from their side. Regarding the educators' supportive strategies, three distinct objectives were identified in them: 1. strengthening the student intra-personally, 2. teaching the student social skills and, 3. increasing the student's involvement with the peer group. As opposed to this classification, success in the supportive process was perceived by the educators as being connected only to the third objective — social integration. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Conclusions: it can be concluded that educators tend to focus on the normative-functional aspect of socially neglected students, and therefore, they perceive the social integration as the center/hearth of the intervention. Following the findings, emphases will be raised in the presentation on school counselling work with socially neglected students, including recommendations for consulting the educational staff which surround these students.
