Abstract

Having an understandable pronunciation is a crucial factor for communicating and interacting with peoples. Teachers in schools do not focus on teaching pronunciation they merely merge it as a subelement in a grammar lesson, consequently, the student will not acquire a good pronunciation due to the lack of exposure to native language, in addition, the teacher’s level of pronunciation may reflect in a great deal on how his students pronounce English. Regarding this problem, we have conducted a study that seeks to investigate the use of animated cartoons as a motivational tool to improve pronunciation. To accomplish our aim, we opted for a mixed-method approach by selecting three types of data collecting tools, two questionnaires, a classroom observation, and a test, a sample of 20 first year middle school pupils was selected to test the hypothesis and answer the questions raised by the researcher. The analysis and discussion of the results that were gathered by the selected tools revealed that animated cartoons can be used to improve first-year pupils level of English pronunciation, also it is an effective tool that raises pupils motivation during the lesson in order not to get bored. Therefore the hypothesis and research question were positively answered through the results gathered from this research.
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
