18.    Academic Profile
My research interests lie primarily in the area of Talmudic commentary. My dissertation work dealt with this subject and was devoted to Rashi's commentary on Tractate Megillah. Later on I published a series of articles on Talmudic commentary in ancient Ashkenaz, and also four articles on Talmudic commentary in Tunisia in the 18th century. In addition, I devoted an article to the study of Mishnah Study and Study Groups in Modern Times, in which the status of the Mishnah as a book learned in modern times and the development of the Mishnaic interpretation at the time was examined.

In 2002 I published the book Elef Ha-magen, the commentary of Rabbi Shemariah Ben Eliahu Ha-Ikriti on the Aggadoth of Tractate Megillah. This is a remnant of a great commentary on the Talmudic legends of a Byzantine sage who lived at the turn of the 13th-14th centuries, a period from which we have no remains of commentaries from Byzantium. In the introduction to the book, I described Rabbi Shemariah's interpretive way, against the backdrop of the interpretive work of that time in Byzantium.

The main topic to which I currently dedicate my time is the advancement of research on Rashi's commentary on the Talmud. This is undoubtedly one of the most significant books in the Jewish bookcase, and the most important and popular commentary on the Talmud, although in the research world it is quite neglected. The current version of the commentary is what was printed in the Talmudic books, a formulation based on the first printing, which underwent various corrections, emendations and censorship. Libraries around the world contain ancient manuscripts of the commentary, mainly from the 13th-15th centuries, which are closer to the original version. The study of these manuscripts is important for a number of topics: to understand the history of the Talmudic interpretation in general and the ways in which Rashi's commentary was formulated in particular; to understand processes in Rashi's Beit Midrash; to understand the Babylonian Talmud and to study its variants; and to get to know the history of Jewish life and Jewish law in the Middle Ages.

Some thirty years ago, scholars began to systematically examine the textual witnesses of Rashi's commentary on the Talmud. Each study was devoted to the commentary of one or part of a tractate, with the goal of learning about the nature of the textual witnesses of the commentary and later publishing a scientific edition of it. The work of publishing Rashi's commentary in light of to the textual witnesses will certainly benefit Talmud scholars as well as those who study the Talmud wherever they may be.

In 2008 my book on Rashi's commentary on Tractate Megillah was published. This book was the first scientific edition of Rashi's commentary on any tractate of the Talmud, and its format serves as a model for future editions of the commentary to other tractates. The edition includes a more precise version of the interpretation than the one currently in our possession, in view of the examination of its textual witnesses, quotations of Rashi's commentary in books of Rishonim and the Rashi's commentary presented alongside the Sefer HaRif. The edition was accompanied by comments on the history of the text of the commentary, and by comments devoted to clarifying the words of Rashi. In the introduction to the book, I discussed aspects related to the history of the text of Rashi's commentary on Tractate Megillah and aspects related to the entire Rashi's commentary on the Talmud.

In 2013 I devoted an article to a preliminary study of interpretation to Rashi's commentary on the Talmud that was written in the Acharonim time period, in which I also offered explanations for the fact that this commentary did not receive independent interpretation as Rashi's commentary on the Torah did.

In 2014 I published an article dedicated to analysis of a manuscript copied in Spain in the 14th century, which contains about a third of Rashi's commentary on Tractate Berakhot. The manuscript have been preserved in the binding of notaries in the archives of the city of Girona. The article examined the contribution of the manuscript to the textual tradition of the commentary, in comparison to the other textual witnesses in our possession.

In the same year my book on Rashi's commentary on Tractate Rosh Hashana was published as well. The book came out in the same format as the previous book. After its publication, I began to devote my time to examining the textual witnesses of the commentary on Tractate Sukkah. During this work I published a series of studies engaging the commentary of this tractate. I recently finished preparing a scientific edition of the commentary to this tractate, as well as writing a broad introduction to it, and I am now preparing to submit the whole book for publication in an academic platform.

My secondary research area is the world of prayer and synagogues. In this framework, I dealt with subjects such as: the prayer customs of the Regensburg community; the customs of K'hal Adath Jeschurun Synagogue in Frankfurt; Synagogue regulations; Prayers for the Welfare of Soldiers etc. I also published the records of the central Synagogue of Akko.

In the future, I intend to continue the research on the textual witnesses of Rashi's commentary on the Talmudic tractates, while publishing books and articles on the subject.
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
