1. When you plug the acknowledgements in the template, it will be possible to reformat it differently. I created paragraphs. 
2. My supervisor asks for 1,5 spacing. If the template/instructions ask for something different, please let me know. 
3. Keywords in the abstract: Keywords are typically lowercase; only proper nouns are capitalized to distinguish them. Please do not change it.
4. About the Table of Contents (TOC): Please move the chapter titles (headings, subheadings, and sub-subheadings) from my TOC into the TOC that the new template has. Please do not link the chapter titles to the in-text chapter titles as I did with my TOC. 
5. Format for quotes longer than three lines of running text: quotes that are more than three lines are formatted as block quotes in the dissertation. So, when you see block quotes in the dissertation that are more than three lines, they should be like this. Please don’t merge it with the text. A block quotation is set off from the rest of the text, single-spaced, and indented according to the required style. If the template/instructions ask for something different, please let me know. 
6. Please find out what style the headings, subheadings and sub-subheadings should be in according to the instructions/ template that I sent you, and follow these instructions. Thank you. 
7. Each category of headings, subheadings and sub-subheadings should be consistent throughout the paper. 
8. All the chapters in the TOC should be according to the style and consistent with the heading, subheadings, and sub-subheadings as in the dissertation. 
9. Chicago style does not specify roman or italics for subheadings and sub-subheadings, please follow the instructions/ template in this case.
10. In the case that the B level heading (or any other heading) is boldface- change it to the correct one according to what is required. 
11. There are sub-subheading (C level heading). They should be distinguished from the B level subheading, by making it italics, for instance. Please check the formatting template for a style preference or the instructions that I sent you. Please be sure all level headings are consistent.
12. Please follow the margins/ paragraphs indentation etc requirements as instructed in the instructions/and template. 
13. The headings under “12. Analysis” such as “Chaos and Order- Bricolage” etc… should be reflected somehow in the TOC and the in-text headings as well. They are currently not labeled as any heading and not included in the TOC and they should be. 
14. Please move the footnotes from my dissertation into the new template as well. They should be consistent too and appear where they need to be.
