The inspiration for Ten Gentiles comes from Zechariah 8:23, "THIS IS WHAT THE LORD ALMIGHTY SAYS: IN THOSE DAYS TEN PEOPLE FROM ALL LANGUAGES AND NATIONS WILL TAKE FIRM HOLD OF ONE JEW BY THE HEM OF HIS ROBE AND SAY, ‘LET US GO WITH YOU, BECAUSE WE HAVE HEARD THAT GOD IS WITH YOU.” The vast majority of Christians do not consider the Jewish people when they think about God’s work on Earth.  We registered the organization in Israel to help Christians to recognize and connect with the Jewish people and participate in God’s mighty work in Israel alongside them.


We help Christians to create relationships and feel connected to the Land and to the people, while standing firm in our own gentile Christian identity:
- Ten Gentiles serves as a platform for Christians to experience firsthand who the Jewish people are and what the Lord has been doing through them. We take Christian visitors into synagogues, homes, and communities to observe and to participate; we show them the sites that weave God’s words from promises to realization and show them a glimpse into the future; we give them opportunities to serve with their own hands alongside locals to connect more deeply with Israel.
- We comfort God’s people in tangible ways. We take Christians who want to do good for Israel into homes to comfort the needy and the sick. We give out much needed food vouchers with love and friendship without wanting anything in return.  
- We place Christian volunteers in our favorite Israeli organizations and help the volunteers to adapt to the new environment and shine with their love for Israel. We also ensure our volunteers will experience all aspects of the rich life in Israel. 
- We go into Christian communities in the nations to proclaim God’s continuous work with His people Israel and inspire respect, love and commitment.
