We promise to make a home together in which we cultivate love, tranquility, simplicity, generosity, learning, dancing, and music. We promise to be partners in caring for our family, helping our friends, supporting our community, and healing the world.

If it falls to me to make decisions for you near the end of your life, I promise to honor your last rational wishes and protect you from indignity with a tender presence. If you live after I am gone, I ask you to look back on our time together with gratitude and to move forward with openness.

We make these vows accepting each other as we are and knowing that we will both change. In difficult times, we will return to these vows with patience and determination. To symbolize these vows, today we acquire rings from each other, as it says in the Talmud, “Acquire for yourself a friend.”
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
