Dear Professor Raymond C. Russ,
Thank you very much for the letter and the annotated MS – they helped improve my paper.
Enclosed please find (by attachment) the revised MS and the letter of my replies.
Here is what I have done:
Letter
(1) High processes and pain: As I mentioned in the paper fear conditioning is the major procedure to arouse in animals (rats) fear (e.g., p. 10, a description of the procedure of the experiment reported).
(2) Physiological psychologists: I don’t think that you got a biased sample. Physiological psychologists in my department speaks similarly. However, the cognitivists in my department believe they should move to the neurophysiological department. A simple example of my thesis is the postponement of medical treatment because of fear – it is described in the paper. 
(3) Introduction: I simplified the introduction, and I believe that now it is easy to understand. I took your advice and have described first the decreasing and then the increasing approaches. 
(4) Importance: I added a sentence in the opening stating why the comparison between human and animals suffering is important.
(5) p/6 – the dog: I explained knew me, see p. 6: "Secondly, the dog and I knew each other from the many times that it had lain in the parking lot and had seen me entering or leaving the corridor." 
And also: "To achieve this, the dog had to retrieve from its memory relevant information, such as its recognizing me as a creature that walked to the elevator and travelled in it to the garden (it is reasonable to suppose that the dog had taken the elevator several times with its master and generalized that information to me). The dog applied these pieces of information, which was expressed by means of its behavior."
(6) Syntax: I made the grammatical correction.
(7) War and everyday examples: I started the examples with daily behavior and then described war-behaviors (see pp. 9-10. I also replaced 'insanity' with 'irrationality').
Irrationality: The answer is yes. I wrote (p.11) "In other words, irrational behavior in fear/pain situations is caused in many cases by the very fact that humans are endowed with sophisticated cognitive processes." 
(8) Diagrams: As I said before, I have paid for the drawings. They were done Noga Yoselevich.
