This project will associate the expertise of the PI with that of Ms. Maya Magnat, a graduate student who will serve as project coordinator. The PI has conducted comprehensive studies on new media and youth studies, with theoretical attention to the roles of webmasters and content creators in various fields of knowledge.		
Supporting the PI, the project coordinator will lead much of the fieldwork efforts and, if awarded the Spencer grant, will receive a scholarship. Magnat is a qualified sex educator and lecturer in sex therapy programs, a speaker for NGOs on sexuality, youth, health and technologies. The study will also be advised by school councelers, SexEd educators, sexual therapists and health communicators who will inform us on adolescents current educational needs, sensitivity and predicimants of youth sexuality. Finally, an experienced research assistant (graduate student level) will be employed to support transcriptions, the coding process and proofing to advance publications and knowledge dissemination in academic and other public venues.
