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Primary sources are an effective and interesting way to learn history and other topics. 
This presentation demonstrates a method, developed by the National Library of Israel, to analyse a Shana Tova card. 
This process enables educators and learner to deal with a large variety of topics (for example, Jewish studies, history, design, social studies and even Jewish identity). It can also be adapted to use with both younger and older students. In this presentation we will provide questions and points for teaching these variety of topics and ages. Choose whichever direction is most suitable for your students.

If you were to design a card today, who would you feature?
· The Dreyfus Affair was an antisemitic trial accusing Dreyfus of treason only because he was Jewish. 
Are you treated differently because you are Jewish?
Have you even faced antisemitism personally? In your community?
·  Émile Zola was a non-Jew who stood up for Alfred Dreyfus's innocence. 
Have you heard of non-Jews who supported the Jewish community when it faced racism?

ÉTAPE 4 – CRÉER
Idées pour créer de nouveaux produits suite à la recherche des images
· Design a Shana Tova card of your own. 
What will you draw on the card? 
Will you add portraits of famous people? Which ones? 
What other elements will you add? 
Which elements are relevant for a Shana Tova card? 
Which texts will you add to the card?
· Choose a historical event and create a shana tova card that could have been designed at the time commemorating it. 
· Create a presentation or exhibition showing the influence that the Dreyfus Affair had on the Jews in the 19th and 20th century. 
You can use images from the collections of the National Library of Israel that include posters, letters, photographs, documents and much more.

Summary
We have demonstrated how to analyse a primary source in four stages, you can use this method to analyse any kind of resource – photographs, posters, maps, documents and many other formats. This method is aligned to the Bloom's taxonomy of the hierarchies of cognitive thinking and learning activities. 
· The students start by observing all of the details in the resource. 
· Next they learn to understanding the meaning, context and details. 
· The next stage is connecting to the resource in different ways by evaluating, applying and forming an opinion.
· The students will reach the peak of learning – creating a new original product based on what they have learnt.
