Time schedule
September 2019 – January 2020 – cognitive and emotional processing battery – programming
September 2019 – September 2021 – Data collection – prenatally: sex hormones in the amniotic fluid, brain measures (CC and brain volume)
February 2020 – March 2024 – data collection – childhood: cognitive and emotional processing; autistic traits
March 2024 – July 2024 – data analyses and research summary 
Explanatory notes:
The first four months will be devoted to research tools adaptation to the present research objectives: cognitive and emotional tasks will be adapted to the eye tracker program in order to examine cognitive and emotional processing.
The first two years will include continuation stage of data collection prenatally, to enlarge the existing sample size. In this time window hormonal levels as well as CC size and brain volume will be measured.
Starting from February 2020 data collection of the third stage in the study will begin. Children will be invited to participate and will be measured for cognitive and emotional processing, with their parents' report of autistic traits.
