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In recent years, the removal of handicapped people from political participation has gathered noticeable attention to the point that could not be subsumed politically (Schur, Kruse, and Blanck, 2013; Savery, 2015; Ryan, Henderson, and Bonython, 2016). In this type of research, This essay pays particular attention to the most basic condition of political participation which is the right to vote, as many disable people lack the ability to know or the information necessary to be able to vote while having the intention to do so, it was revealed clearly that they could not vote due to the lack of support needed to vote (Igami, 1993;  Schriner, Ochs, and Schields, 1997; Schriner and Ochs, 2000; Scotch, 1988, 2001; Kjellberg 2002; Argan and Hughes, 2013; Argan , MacLean, and Kitchen, 2016; Bells and Hollsler, 2003; Femec, Kis-Glavans, and Masic, 2017).

The right to vote is a fundamental component of a democratic society. However, even in several democratic countries their right to vote may be limited by their decreased cognitive abilities due to mental disorders and mental disabilities. The limitation to the right to vote、usually appear to be decided by the Court for individuals who use an adult guardianship system and it is called the limit to the right to vote for persons with disabilities（Beckman, 2012, pp.167-171; European Union Agency for Fundamental Rights, 2010, p.15）. In reality、during the 1990s、an investigation conducted in the elective laws of 63 countries, reputed to be fairly democratics, shows that only in 4 countries the right to vote was not limited for patients with mental illnesses or mentally disable people（Massicotte, Blais, and Yoshinaka, 2003, pp.17-27）。In addition, in recent years、the limit to the right to vote is reviewed on the assumption that the decrease in their legal capacities derives from their dysfunctional disorders. As this essay examines later on、in the latter part of the year 2000、the reasons for not limiting the right to vote was the inclusion of Japan as 11th country.
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
