[bookmark: _GoBack]When mMany of the active members who are now in their 40s, who joined Beit Daniel in their 20s orand 30s, they were not willing to become full-fledged members; instead, n the beginning of their way in the congregation, they prefferred to participate regularly in the variousdifferent activities designed for their age group. They spoke about of a Judaism whichthat fitss the needs of the middle-class secular Israeli of the 21st century, who does not look for [congregational] commitment to a specific congregation. According to one of them, “"tThe Reform Mmovement became user-friendly.”". He also explained, in this context, that “"young adults treat Judaism as they treat the internet, - meaning they surf.”". He added: that “"Online,in the internet you don’t get stuck on a particular website;  not get delayed in the sites and everybody surfs as long as theyhe wants and wherever they want.”s". His metaphor words are a metaphor that positsexplain that in the mobile modern society, Judaism is likened to surfing the internet, someaning that there is no need to commit to one congregation only, expressing which expressed one type of Judaism, since there is ample opportunitya possibility to float amongbetween congregations who offer different versions of Judaism. His words reflect the transitionfer from membership in a congregation operatingwhich operates in one specific domainterritory ("websites" in according to him), whose members share one agreed upon- version of religious faith, to searching and choosing amongbetween congregations whicho offer various options of Judaism (“"everybody surfs as long as they want and wherever they want”surfing of each person wherever he wants" in his words).
