Abstract
Cities play an important role in economic development and were central hubs for capital accumulation and movement from their very beginning, and even more so since the ascertaining of the Neoliberal agenda. Today, cities develop in accordance with the principles of neoliberalism, by an economic minority who possesses sole access to resources and power centers. The capacity of local residents and communities to design the urban space to meet their needs depends on their ability to utilize collective power that can in turn lead to urban development. This capability faces multiple challenges in the competitive and speculative economic space where the development and growth options of the city are derived from the ability of city providers to purpose the existing land reserves in their territory, to on the one hand, satisfy the market demands, and on the other hand, serve as the city’s urban economic base.
At an era where responsibility for the provision of various services lies on the shoulders of local authorities more than ever before, in view of the continued trends of reduction and decentralization of governmental involvement, the question of employing urban land reserves is made urgent, especially with regards to the urban revenue system perception of city residents as an economic “weight”, which requires creating profit by developing lands for employment and commerce purposes, due to the high tax rate it may produce. Although these trends characterize many spaces, it operates most vigorously in the metropolitan space, where most national economic activities are performed. These development patterns re-designed the way different groups operate in the urban space, particularly groups aspiring to maintain their structure and characteristics in relation to general society. The commonly researched groups are disadvantaged groups that lack political representation and exist in the margins of society, who strive to create alternative mechanisms to challenge the existing order, due to their difficulty to access resources and power positions.
