After graduating from English Teaching Department in 1992, worrying that both my English and French would degrade with time, I started translating short articles and documents for various companies. I had taken elective translation courses in college and in order to put theory into practice, I decided to contact a publishing house in 1997. As I did not have any experience with long texts, they tried me out with a few pages and after they approval, they asked me to translate my ‘first book’ that was published in 1999 (The Cobra Event, a 1998 thriller novel by Richard Preston). Since then I have translated around 50 books from French and English to Turkish including ‘Water for Elephants’, ‘Life of Pi’, ‘Le Petit Prince’, and ‘Hector et La Recherche du Bonheur’ which were all adapted into movies.  Currently, I continue my translations as much as my busy workload permits. Beside books and other documents, I also translate press bulletins for leading companies, historical documents and various texts in a very wide range of topics. 
My native tongue is Turkish, but I have grown in a French-speaking environment, studied French and English and I can translate almost anything from and to these three languages.
