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You've likely heard of
Frankenstein, the classic horror
novel written by Mary Shelley.
The British author began writing
the story in 1816, when she was
18 years old. She completed it
the following year. More than two
centuries later, the monster
character she created still has
instant recognition as the

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Another writer credited with
originating an entire literary
genre is 5.E. Hinton, author of
The Outsiders, which many
critics call the first-ever young
adult, or YA, novel. Hinton began
working on her book in 1965,
when she was a high school
student in Tulsa, Oklahoma.
Ironically, she received a D that
year in creative writing. The
Outsiders was inspired by two
youth gangs whose clashes
Hinton had witnessed firsthand.
