The Café Correcto project, which will be discussed in greater detail below, has as one of its central aims the establishment of contributory pensions and a social insurance scheme for coffee producers. Most are of indigenous origin, and farm small plots of land (most families own around ten 10 hectares) in colonias, or settlements in the hills surrounding the town of Caranavi. For generations, these people have lived on the economic and social margins of the state; for many of them, the concept of progress is linked to the desire for the recognition and reward from the state, which that they identify as markers of belonging to the traditional middle class.


There are evident asymmetries between the EU and Colombia related to the level of development and promotion of the labour sector in the framework of its FTA.
