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We Our study concerns the efforts of non-indigenous Amazonian peasants to recompose maintain social and ecological relations in the amidst of an authoritarian shift in Brazilian politics that severely undermines peasant livelihoods and native ecologies. In 2016, an administrative coup- d’étatd’état ousted replaced from power athe center-left government which was replaced by with an unelected administration that hawhoses since pursued an approach to to rural politics that echoes that of Brazil’s military government (between 1964- and 1985). This shift has resulted in an agribusiness boom, accelerated deforestation, and increases in already already-high rates of violence against peasant and indigenous communities., Some national politicians accelerating deforestation, andhave the labeleding of social movements, non-governmental organizations (NGOs), and indigenous leaders as “traitors.” by some national politicians. As rural politics narrows to favor privilege the expansion of barren agro-industrial ecologies, we will examine the efforts of 120 peasants/social leaders to broaden the range of social and ecological arrangements that that can shapee political life. Our interlocutors participants’ efforts revolve around an agro-ecological project (—coordinated by the NGO Instituto Ouro Verde— (IOV)) —that includes 150 connected interlinked sites in eight municipalities where native species are planted alongside crops. In these spaces, peasants learn to tend hybrid landscapes using as inputs seeds and goods produced at other agro-ecological sites. in Theirthe hope of attaining a range of objectives include: reducing their dependence on capitalist markets, improving the soils, generating alternative sources of income, and strengthening land claims. Peasants who are part ofparticipate in this projects have asked us to investigate the extent to which agro-ecological actions have impact ed their everyday daily lives, improved economic opportunities, further landed claims over land, and changed the position of women in their households. Our research will consider these questions while exploring the significance of agro-ecological efforts to create more inclusive rural politics at a time in which when authoritarian forces narrow are restricting the range ofspace in which humans and nonhumans who are given a space in which tocan flourish.
