	Eyelid surgery may be reconstructive on the one side and cosmetic or aesthetic on the other.  However, there are no distinct borders between them, on the contrary - they intertwine and sometimes completely disappear. That is so, because eyelids with their shape and position are important not only for keeping the front eye surface in optimal condition, ensuring the normal function of the visual system, but also for the way we look, the way others see us, our self-esteem. An individual's positive self-esteem is undoubtedly related to their better social adaptation and quality of life.
	Congenital eyelid anomalies are established at birth or during the first months of a child's life. They may just be a cosmetic problem, but it's also possible that they hide a risk for the development of the normal function of the visual system and need a surgical treatment.
	There are different reasons throughout the life of a person, which might lead to a change in the position of the eyelids requiring surgical correction, but probably the most common is growing old and the related involutive changes in tissues. Slackening and loosening of ligaments and the impact of gravity are the basis of the formation of involutive entropion, ectropion and ptosis. The interest in dermatochalasis is growing, especially in younger people, and more and more of them want to restore their young look. Neurological diseases like pareses and paralyses of n. fascialis and n. oculomotorius lead to changes in eyelid position. Post-traumatic and postoperative cicatrices, impeding normal eyelid function, also call for a surgical intervention. Eyelid tumours should not be left out, being the most common new formations in ophthalmology practice. The radical treatment of these tumours is often a challenge for the surgeon.
	The main purpose in plastic surgery of the eyelids is to reconstruct the anatomical correspondences, to ensure normal functioning and achieve the best possible aesthetic result. The surgical techniques used to achieve this goal have developed through time and different authors offered different surgical procedures to solve the same problem, which leads to a variety of options. 
	The time in which we live is characterized by the introduction of more and more modern technologies, based to a large extent on computerization of the processes, and plastic eyelid surgery is one of the few areas, where the precision of the surgeon's hand and his imagination are leading. Because, although there are principles to be followed, very often in the process of eyelid reconstruction the feeling and the experience of the oculoplastic surgeon determine his choice and are essential to the final result.
