Immediately upon arrival into the mission area, you received a security brief that also included an overview of the existing telecommunications services currently available in The Republic.
Let’s review the current IT structure in The Republic.
As you can see, an IT network is already in existence in Port Alegro, Amaya and Eastown.
In each of these locations, WFP offices have landline and satellite phone connectivity, HF and VHF base stations are installed, vehicles are equipped with HF and VHF radios, a GPS receiver is available and a fully functional computer network is installed in all offices.
All IT infrastructures are backed up by emergency power supply, that is, generators and solar power systems.
The IT set-up is a key component of the United Nations' common Minimum Operating Security Standards, or MOSS.
Under the Security Level System, every country has its own Country-specific MOSS document that describes what the minimum IT setup should be.
