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Profile:
For the last decade, I have worked as a translator and an editor, both of academic articles and books and also for large projects involving classical Jewish texts. I was coordinating editor of the Koren/Steinsaltz Talmud, the translation of the entire Talmud and of the Bible with Rabbi Steinsaltz’s commentary. This project involved a large staff of translators, editors, copy editors and the like, all working in parallel. I played a significant role in the creation of the protocols for coordinating that staff, the maintaining of quality control of the product, as well as responsibility for hiring new staff and evaluating others’ work and providing them with feedback. I have found that people do their best work when they receive positive, critical, constructive feedback in an environment of mutual respect where their voices can be heard.
More recently I translated a book by Prof. Joseph Yahalom on medieval piyyut (liturgical poetry) that was a particular challenge as it included translating large selections of rather arcane poetry.  I have also translated academic articles in fields such as modern Hebrew poetry, Talmud and rabbinics, Jewish philosophy and group facilitation. I have also been teaching myself Data Analytics and Python with the intention of expanding my repertoire in a new direction.
