Based on Israel A nationwide observational study, in Israel showed that the vaccine effectiveness against symptomatic SARS-CoV-2 infection, COVID-19-related hospitalization, and COVID-19-related death exceeded 96% across all age groups. There is a positive correlation between the vaccination rate and age: for 70 years and aboveolder, the rate exceedexceeds 95%,%; for 50–-70 years , it is around 90% and for 20–-40 years around 80%.
