 nternational relations during Luis Echeverría Álvarez’s six-year term were vibrant.I[image: ] L

As part of Mexico’s relentless search for international notoriety, it was named as the venue for The International Women’s Conference that took place in June of 1975. Due to the Conference’s inherent problems (combined with poor management by the Mexican hosts) the Declaration of Mexico, which originated from the Conference, contained within its core message the definition of Zionism as a form of racism. The Mexican Jewish community tried to intervene to impede this from occurring, and by way of personal connections with the Mexican President managed to arrange an interview with Echevarría; nevertheless, they were unable to influence the outcome of the events.      
The question of condemning Zionism prospered and was brought to a vote in the UN General Assembly and, in the struggle to obtain votes, Mexico was pulled by various forces in opposite directions. The Mexican Jewish community attempted to leverage the personal relationships of individual Jews with the president for him to intercede regarding the Mexican stance, but on this occasion, it couldn’t even attain
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an audience with the head of state and resigned itself to admitting its impotence in achieving any type of impact. When the customary bonds of friendship ceased to make headway, the Comité Central Israelita [Central Jewish Committee], as the body representing Mexican Jews, lacked sufficient internal means to approach the authorities.
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
