· Capacity Building & Grantmaking: Our organization ensures Latino nonprofits remain a vibrant and influential sector through workshops, trainings, and grantmaking that strengthen nonprofits and ensure their sustainability. 
· Civic Engagement: The civic engagement efforts of our organization focus on ensuring that Latinos are not only registered to vote but informed about the political process and their rights and responsibilities and go out and vote.
· Economic Empowerment: Our organization taps into Latinos’ potential to increase their economic prosperity by providing financial literacy training, small business development, and digital upskilling programs. Provides creates pipelines of employment opportunities and provides resources for Latino-owned small and micro businesses. 
· Food Access: Our organization has helped feed hundreds of thousands in the Latino community. Moreover, advances sustainable agriculture and fights food insecurity through initiatives to restore small-scale farmers and artisanal fishing villages.
