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Life of Ama Dombo Kyi.

Ama Dhompo Kyi was born in 19 at Ladang Nyonchak district of Dhomay (Amdo). At the
age of 16, she was married to father of Lingtsa Tsetan Dorjee by her parents and families.
She then became a mother of three sons including Lingtsa Tsetan Dorjee. It was like a small
baby left near the door of someone's home and then gradually become an old mother by
taking care of home and affectionately up brought and looked after Lhamo Kyi and three

other kids like her own children.

Lingtsa Tsetan Dorjee became a monk of Ladang Monastery when he was a kid. On account
of his constant desire to visit India, his family members discussed about it and in August,
1995 Ama Dhompo Kyi brought him to Lhasa and put him inside a goods carrier near the
bridge of Lhasa Taktsay and he began his journey. There were around 40 to 50 people inside
that vehicle including five to six years old children as well. They all are going to India as

well.

Ama Dhompo was crying inside and said that; you have to return back to the country after
seeing His Holiness The Dalai Lama as our uncle had become old. Tseten Dorjee was waving
his hand and soon the goods carrier was covered with dust and stared to move. With the
feelings of depression and loneliness, Ama Dhompo Kyi seated inside one goods carrier and

reached back to her place Ladang after three days journey.

In December, 2006 Ama Dhompo Kyi and Apa (father) Tse Gyon visited India to see His
Holiness The Dalai Lama and meet his son by taking exist permit letter. During that time,
Tsetan Dorjee was running a restaurant at Mundgod which is situated in Southern Part of
India. His parents also came over his place to help him after seeing His Holiness The Dalai
Lama at Dharamsala. His restaurant went quite well. Due to illness of Ama Dhompo Kyi,
they need to sell his restaurant and shifted to Dharamsala which is situated in Northern Part
of India. It was during an occasion of Tibetan New Year 2008 (Losar) when they reached
Dharamsala. They stayed in small rent house under Youngling School. After three days, he
brought one small monk and told his family to let him stay together as he hasn't got any place
to stay. Then, again after few days, he brought one old Russian and told his family to let him
stay together as he is also a person with some problems. Tsetan Dorjee was going to sleep in
other place at night. There were total six people crowded together inside that small house and

Ama Dhompo Kyi always wakes up earlier and sleep late by making meal for everyone.
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After few months, father of Apa Tse Gyon who was 80 years old caught some serious disease
at his country by which Apa Tse Gyon and Ama Dhompo Kyi went back to Tibet. Within few
months after they left, Tsetan Dorjee married to one Israel girl and shifted to Israel. Since,

Ama Dhompo Kyi and Apa Tse Gyon's daughter Lhamo Kyi was remain alone in India, they
could not bear it and again came back to India in October, 2008 and stayed in Dharamsala by

opening one small shop of goods.

On March, 03 2012, Tsetan Dorjee came Dharamsala with 5 demand points to begin his
peace movement. Regarding Ama Dhompo Kyi's report to Times of Tibet (Bod ki Dhubab)
Newspaper, she said that; during that day, I received a call in the early morning and it was
Tsetan Dorjee when | picked. He said that; mom! | am coming from Dharamsala. That gave
shocked to my brain and | hurriedly ran to Meclod Ganj's Bus Stand. After some time, he got
out of a car by wearing thin cloak and carrying only one back bag. Seeing him in such
condition made me feel like he is planning to self immolate and that made me feel so afraid.
| just hugged and gave him a Kiss on his cheek as | was unable talk. | came back to home by
holding his hand and head along with crying myself. As soon as we reached inside the house,
Apa Tse Gyon asked him that; what is your reason to coming back today? He replied that;
"father, today I don’t have any things and money to give, this empty hand and naked body
came to serve Tibet" and he explained about peace movement. He had only Rs 300 inside his
back bag at that time. Apa Tse Gyon's face color became dark and unable to utter any
words. It is also said that, Apa Tse Gyon got heart disease from that time.

When Tsetan Dorjee begin the peace march on 10" March, Ama Dhompo Kyi also joined
with him and walked from Dharamsala to India and Nepal Border; Sonalay by walking for

more than 61 days.

Ama Dhompo Kyi was sentenced to two years imprisonment in Nepal's Prison and on 2™
September 2013 as Tibetan Democracy Day, Tsetan Dorjee had initiated 3 days hunger
strike movement in front the Pillar at Tsuglagkhang, Dharamsala to continue his Peace
Movement and to show his sympathy towards the martyrs who sacrificed their body by self

immolated.

Starting from 12" January 2013, Ama Dhompo Kyi initiated Prostration Movement from
College for Higher Tibetan Studies, Sarah to Thekchen Choeling Temple in Dharamsala for
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fulfill her demand of 3 points and started prostrating and praying without missing any single

day for the welfare and success of religion and politics of Tibet.

In 2014, Father Tse Gyon and Lhamo Kyi, Ama Dhompo Kyi applied for permission letter
to go back to Tibet, but besides father Tse Gyon, Chinese Government had decided not to

give permission letter to Lhamo Kyi and Ama Dhompo ever.

Tsetan Dorjee was missing since 2013 and in 2014, Father Tse Gyon needs to go back to
Tibet due to heart disease. Ama Dhompoo was selling Lingtsa's Book and distributing
newspaper called Tsetan Dorjee when Lhamo Kyi was going to school. She was also
working as a cook in the committee called; "Daily Related Workshop" and she always

praying to God during day and night.

Unfortunately, during the evening of September, 6™ 2018, she was demised in the house
where she was staying alone. It seems that, she died due to high blood pressure disease. Her
body was burned at crematorium situated on the way to TCV, School, Dharamsala by
standing committee of Domay Head Office, Regional Head Office of Dharamsala and around

hundreds of concerned people on September, 10" 2018, 06:30 a.m

Ama Dhompo Kyi's life was passed through problems, anguish, struggle, resentment and
praying. She was deeply worrying for life of her daughter Lhamo Kyi and Lingtsa's son and
daughter in Israel and she was also hoping to get some news about her son Lingtsa Tsetan
Dorjee whether he is dead or alive. She had a dream of gathering all Tibetan together,
especially with her old parents, husband, two sons and other family members in Tibet. She
had gone too far by taking those dream with her. Concerned People from Dharamsala and
many other parts the world also prayed and expressed their condolences for her. Especially,
Central Standing Committee of Domay and Regional Standing Committee of Domay had
organized very big prayer and offering ceremony held after 49 days of Ama Dhompo Kyi
passed away. During the prayer and offering ceremony which was held on October 10"
2018, including representatives from official and non-official committees of Central Tibetan
Administration, staffs and many lamas and laymen were participated. Head of the Central
Tibetan Administration; President Dr. Lobsang Sangay la also gave an official talk where he
said that; "since Ligtsa Tsetan Dorjee is a freedom struggler of Tibet, we all Councils of
Ministers came here to express our condolences for him. Every year, we provide all

necessities to spouse and two kids of Tsetan Dorjee to come India and meet their
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grandmother. They are also here this time for sudden lost of their grandmother. Therefore,
we will also provide all necessities for them in future as well. We are always saying that,
both kids need to continue their relationship with Tibetan Society to remember their identity
as a Tibetan. It is very important to know where Lingtsa Tsetan is currently and he must be

release in case he is arrested by The Chinese Government."”
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
