Q: You have to be detailed when you write the report. What drugs did you use? Or if you omit a project? You cannot omit the project of cell handling. Do you have to include stuff such as you store it at a certain temperature for 12 hours or 14 hours? Do you have to go into that much detail?

A: You just need to include a general idea of how long the incubation lasts. Even though you include that, you may not follow the timeline when you are in actual practice, because these are lived cells, and how long you need to incubate really depends on the actual number of cells. Therefore, you just need to include the time in your report, but how many days you need to incubate the cells really depends on the number of cells. .
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
