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Silla Guerrini: The Eternal Return of Life’s Primordial Matter
Art as an ode to women and Mother Nature
and a tool for social change


Delving into Prehistory’s ancestral tapestry, Silla Guerrini's artistic endeavor unveils a profound exploration of the age-old reverence for femininity, intricately weaving the timeless connection between humanity and Mother Earth. Rooted in the pursuit of an enduring and holistic equilibrium, Silla's work emanates from life's most foundational values, offering a captivating glimpse into ancient ideologies. Beautiful terracotta vases, evoking the shape of the female figure and the concepts of purity and fertility, stand as a statement to the artist’s profound vision; while the lacquered tiles with engraved leaves and plants recall the natural world, empowering women “…to regain control over the earth and bring it back to life.”
Deeply inspired by the study of Prehistory’s vast reservoir of archetypal symbols representing the cult of the female figure, Silla’s magical artwork is the result of profound artistic research which holds a powerful social message. Prehistory was, indeed, a fertile universe for the veneration of women, brimming with images and references to Mother Earth and the female body, it represented a symbolic hearth where “…the sacred and the profane, culture and traditions beautifully came together”. Silla’s work is to study each of these archetypal symbols, eradicate their ideological essence and transplant it into modern sculptural creations, fusing past and present in an eternal worship of life and humanity. 
In addition to being a veneration of femininity, Silla’s art equally represents a poetic ode to our natural environment: A reminder to slow down and observe the extraordinary richness and complexity of nature, to know and respect its laws, follow its rhythm, and learn to coexist with it in peaceful harmony.
The ideological foundation of Silla Guerrini’s artwork is fundamental to creating a strong link between human beings and the environment which surrounds them, not only for casting light on the beauty of it, but ultimately to draw awareness on the importance of respecting and safeguarding our planet, both for us and for future generations.
Sculpture, therefore, becomes a tool of artistic research and ideological statement for penetrating into people’s minds and into the fixed paradigms of society to enact radical change. From Silla Guerrini’s inspiring art springs the hope for reconnection and balance, the hope to recreate that primordial symbiosis with the universe and rediscover the harmonious synergy with nature, solely achieved by digging back into the roots of our existence.  
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
