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In this paper we explore community members’ experiences of disaster recovery, through analysis of narratives from the COVID-19 pandemic and bushfires that took place around Australia in the period 2019- 2022.
We believe that this manuscript is appropriate for publication by the Brazilian Journal of Occupational Therapy because it directly explores community-driven occupation-focused solutions to the occupational injustices experienced during disaster events. These stories and this analysis provide any reader of the Brazilian Journal of Occupational Therapy who might working in the disaster recovery space, ideas for supporting community-driven occupationally justice focused disaster recovery.
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
